Credit earned through examination is
recorded on the student’s permanent record at the
University of Missouri-St. Louis. However, grades
and honor points are not assigned. Before taking
any examination, students are urged to consult an
advisor.

A passing score is
required and the credit must be applicable toward
the subject’s degree program.
