In -Class Teaching:  Regular classes in the Program's facilities in 

Athens during the dates specified.  All students are required to 

take the core coursesðThe Life and Culture of Modern Greece 

and The Culture and Civilization of Ancient Greece.  
On-Site and In-Museum Lectures:  Visits to the main sites and  

museums in Greece, with on-site and in-museum lectures; 

these will be held concurrently with the regular classes.  The 

following fieldtrips are planned:   

Acropolis, Ancient Agora, Temple of Olympian Zeus, Sounion, Eleusis,        

Amphiareion, Marathon, Island of Aegina, Island of Hydra, Eretria, Khalkis, 
Delphi and Mt. Parnassus, Ancient Olympia, Mycenae, Nafplion and  

the Argolid, Pylos and Messenia
