A student may be admitted to pursue a degree program as a REGULAR graduate student or a
certificate program as a graduate certificate student if the student's undergraduate GPA and major
fidd GPA are 2.75 or above and if the student's test scores place him or her generally above the 50th
percentile.

A student with an undergraduate GPA of 2.5 to 2.75 who does not present supporting evidence
sufficiently strong to justify admission as a Regular graduate student may be admitted as a
RESTRICTED graduate student.
