Below is an example of a short, well-written autobiography.
Bob Bliss was appointed dean of the Honors College in 1997, and started writing poetry almost immediately.   It’s the air, perhaps.   He had an earlier period of poetry writing (ca. 1970-75), but had given it up.   Even before then, he was an undergraduate history major (modern Europe) and a postgraduate history major (US Colonial), but both times he minored in literature (American), which was not accidental.   He first came to admire poetry as a senior in high school under the tutelage of the late Oakley Valimore Ethington, teacher (and pianist) extraordinaire. Readers of his poetry will admit that Bob lacks Oakley Ethington’s fine appreciation of tune and metre in poetry, but that’s life.   Bob tends to write poetry about things he has seen in motion or changing, e.g. apple blossoms dancing across a road or trains running through a storm or, for that matter, daffodils pushing up through snow.   Note the gerunds.   He has an ambition to make something literary out of a collection of over eight hundred 19th-century family letters, and has written poems from those letters. He is, otherwise, a historian, husband, father, fisherman, walker, reader, and cyclist.   
 
Note: Failure to add a typed, short autobiography along with your submission(s) may cause the editors to write their own impersonal biography of you.
