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University History; Country Club To College Campus 
The 128-acre parc el of land on 

: which the campus sits began as the 
· old Bellerive Country Club, a 

playground for its affluent 
: members . 

They swam in the lake, walked 
· their golf ' course, and paraded 
: through their immaculate 
: clubhouse during summer dances . 
• The course itself was formidable 
: enough for use in deciding two Wes­
: tern Amatuer Open golf cham­
• pionships -- one in 1949 and the 
: other in 1953. 

However, desiring to escape the 
• spreading urban sprawl of st. Louis 
: county, the membership of the club 
: moved their facility to its present 
• location at Ladue and Mason 
: roads. 
· In April 1958 , with difficulties in 
• selling the old land mounting 
: because of Bellerive city ordinan­
: ces, the land was offered to the Nor­
• mandy School District. 
• The school district was eager to 
: purchase the land and buildings, for 
· it meant that an elementary school 
: and a community college could be ' 
- added to the struggle of keeping up 
: with the explosion of a student pop­
: ulation within their district. 

A bond issue was presented to 
:: voters on September 30, 1958, and 
.: passed 3,241 to 1,547. The bonds 
:. generated sold quickly, and on Feb- , 
:: ruary 13, 1959, the school district 
.: acquired title to the property. 
:. As the country club began its 
:: withdrawal, the Normandy 
.' educators surveyed their needs and 
; goals. Discovering a substantial in­
~ terest among the junior and senior 
" classes at Normandy and other high 
.~ schools, the district established the 
.~ University of Missouri-Normandy 

Residence Center. UM agreed to pay 
; the faculty and provide a library; the 
.: school district would furnish an 
• administrator and supplement sup­
.: p.Iies and maintenance. 

The first classes held at the infant 
:: university were on September 14 , 
: 1960. Four full-time faculty mem­
- bers taught 215 freshman students. 
," C,E, Potter was installed as the first 
• administrator, and he hired eight 

part-time instructors to boost 
~ . in_structional capability. 

One of the Normandy educators 
who helped bring th e university into 
being was Ward E. Barnes. Barnes, a 
St. Louis educator for over 35 years , 
helped get the original bond issue 
passed. 

During those early years , Barnes 
was a driving force behind the build­
ing of the enrollment and 
curriculum of the university. 

UM President Elmer Ellis 
strongly desired that the University 
of Missouri expand the facility to a 
four-year branch of the UM 
system. 

Barnes, working with his close 
friend Dr. Ellis, changed this desire 
into a reality. 

Barnes recalled getting a phone 
call from Ellis one Saturday morn­
ing: "Ward," he said, "Do you really 
think you can get 100 students to 
enroll in that program you' re setting 
up 7" And he replied, "Elmer I really 
think we will." 

At that point, and a 1961-62 enroll­
ment of over 400 students, dis­
cuss ions began. 

Ellis offered the Normandy 
School district $60 ,000 for the 
Residence Center, but a dispute 
over the bidding process necessary 
in state land transfer stalled Ellis's 
attempts of acquisition. 

Considerable lobbying by Ellis, 
the UM Board of Curators and 
Governor John Dalton sparked 
editorial support from the St. Louis 
press, who compared the local 
situation with that of Kansas City, 
where the University of Kansas City 
was also being sought as a branch of 
the UM system. On Feb. 13, 1963 Bill 
115 passed through the state House 
of Representatives by a vote of 150-
3. Instrumental in its passage were 
state Senator Wayne Goode CD-fifth 
district) and Sen. Robert Young. 
Dalton signed the bill authorizing 
the sale on April 3, 1963 . 

The Residence Center had 
charged students $15 per credit 
hour, with a $50 downpayment 
required. Students ouside the Nor­
mandy district were charged an 
additional $45. The center was not 
adequately su~ported financially. It 
had virtually no laboratory 
facilities, was extremely overcrow-

ded into one building (the old 
clubhouse), and its library was stoc­
ked with around 900 dusty books. 

However, students quickly 
organized their first student 
government, which empowered 
itself to collect a 15¢ parking fee and 

the accompanying $1 fine for 
illegally-parked cars. 

As enrollment increased to 564 
(Sept. 28, 1962), students had started 
the Tiger Cub newspaper and 
formed chorales and intramural

Graduat e Offers 
Advice to Students

Are you prepared to enter the job. 
m arket? Do you have the experience 
needed to fa ct the competition? Do 
vou know the " r ight" peop le? If your 
~nswer is no to any of these ques ­
ti ons. maybe you should look into 
the poss ibility of ~eing an intern. 

Internships are an excellent way 
to find out if you're in the righ t fie ld : 
if vour chosen field is one that VOll 

would want to work in for the next 25, 
to 50 yea rs. They also allow you to 
explore and di scover some perso nal 
and professiona l strengths and 
weaknesses. 

Internships can be done in almost 
any business sector imag inabie: 
pu bl ic , private , community, cor­
orate and age ncy. For exa mple 
community organizat ions such as 

,the Red Cross and the Leukemia 
Soci ety are always looking for help. 
Also, the various tel eviSIO n s~ations 
accept inquiries for internships 
'eve ry sem est er. 

Wh ereve r and whatever you 
choose to do as an internship . the 

:best time to pursue it is one to 11'2 
years before graduation. If your 
employers like yo u and are 
impressed. you may be offered ajob 
after graduat ion. Thi S time duration 
won·t keep yo ur possible employer 
on hold too long. ' 

A key to a successfu l internship, I 
found, is to approach it like a job. 
Mo st internships don't pay: 
however , you do receive college 
credit. Sometimes your patience 

,. and good will may be tried. You may 
even slip into an interns hip where 
you are only seen as the gopher -
going to get a soda and doing the jobs 
no one . else wants to do. Doing the 
dir ty work. But those kinds of 
internships teach you 'something, 
too. You learn how to speak up for 
yourself and you may decide that's a 
company you don't want to ' work 
for. 

An other way to look at the s itua­
tion is to look at it as an investment 
toward yo ur ,future. You are ,!:aining 
valua ble experience and skills that 
co uld otherwise take years. An 
internship could make the dif­
ference between your being select­
ed and so meone else. 

Employers are IDoking for people 
with experience, not just a diploma. 
Go out and ask a few questions. You -
can be promoted in an internship 
just like a job. I remember sta rting 
in UMSL's UniverSity Relations 
Special Evants Department, stuff-

ing and labeling tho usands of 
envelopes, then moving up to pre­
pare a tour of the campus. 

I have also interned at Famous­
Barr and KTVI Chanllel2. Each was 
rewarding and taught me something 
new. For example, last semester 

when I was at Chann e l2 , I had never 
logged tape (simi lar to transcrib­
ing) because I didn' t know anything 
about p-rofess ional equipment. Not 
only did I le arn how to log tape , I also 
learned how to transfer information 
from tape to tape. In addition, I was 
able to observe how to mix and wee 
how shows like "Turnabout" are 
put together. 

I had never been an assistant 
director (or floor director), bu t with . 
help and practice, I learned how to 
gil'e cues and perform tasks on the 
floor to make sure the show went 
smoothlv. Besides learning these 
ski ll s a;d others, I learned exactly 
what internsh ips can tell yo u - what 
you are good at, and what you enj oy 

. most. 

Another " must" in this wo rld is to 
have contacts . Internships give you 
contacts . One insider recently con-' 
fided that knowing the " right" per­
son may make the difference In a 
$10 ,000 starting salary and a $30,000 
salary. 

A co uple of months ago, I had the 
opportunity to meet with an execu ­
tive at D'Arcy , McManus and 
Masius. He talked to me and criti­
qued my portfolio. This was a result 
of someone I know asking him to talk 
to me, because she knew my work, 
:knew I was interested in the com­
pany and believed in me. It was up to 
!me to forge ahead and prove myself. 
The point, " It' s not always what yo u 
know, but who you know, " 

One of the best resources to get 
internships is through instructors 
and professors here at UMSL. They 
are contacts and contacts lead to 
others. There are several people 
here who are some of the greatest 
people who have come into my 
life . 

The knowledge gained from 
internships is unbelievable. 
Whether you capitalize on your ex­
'periences is up to you .You can learn 
the basics in YOllr profession early, 
that may put you at least a year 
ahead in yo ur job: 

Throu gh the experience gained 
from thes e internships, you can say 
Yes , you are prepared to enter the 
job market, yo u do have the experi­
ence needed to face the compett­
tion, and yo u know the right people 
to get started' .

This Time Breeze Through Exams

Generally, most students feel 
some tensipn before taking an 
exam_ Being a bit nervous may 
actually help you to perform 
better. 

This is similar to athletes who 
exp.erience tension before com­
peting. Experiencing such tension 
helps athletes in getting "psyched 
up" and may lead to a peak per­
formance. Experiencing too much 
tension, however, can cause both 
athletes and students to do poorly 
and faiL Such is the case with test 
anxiety: the student·s nervousness 
has become excessive and affects 
his/her ability to perform 
effectively. 

If you have experienced test 
anxiety, you may think that you are 
o_ne of a very few and that some­
thing is wrong with you. This is not 
the case; it has been estimated 
that as many as 20 percent of all 
sfudents -experience test anxiety 

at some time in their lives. If you 
are one of these people, you may 
wonder how you got to be this way 
and what you can do about it If so, 
read on. 

,. , , 

The test anxious student has 
. taught nimself or herself to be ­

tense and anxious_ Let's take a 
simple example to illustrate how 
this might happen_ Students often 
think that worrying will help them 
to improve their performance, so 
they may tell themselves things 
like the following: "'If I don't get an 
A on this midterm, rll probably 
fl unk the finaL If I flunk the final, 
I'll be behind a semester and I may 
not graduate. If I don't graduate, 
I'll probably never get a decent 
job. If I don't get a good job, I'll end 
up having a lousy life. Maybe I 

should just quit now and admit I'm 
a failure." 

This hypothetical student has in 
a few fleeting seconds progressed 
from thinking about a midterm 
exam to seeing his or her life as a 
failure. Such reasoning is. unfor­
tunately, all too easy to do. Most of 
us have the capacity to criticize 
ourselves mercilessly. Such 
criticism can greatly affect our 
physical and emotional state and 
our ability to perform 
effectively. 

Contrary to an all too popular 
myth, worrying does not help. If 

you want to be successful on your 
exams, stop worrying and try some 
of the following suggestions: 

- Prepare well in advance, There 
is simply no substitute for ade­
quate preparation for an exam. 
Start t6 stud-y way before your 
exam and break your preparation 
down into manageable steps. Be 
sure to reward yourself for study­
ing. Think of something pleasant 
or relaxing to do at the end of each 
study session. 

- A void cramming. Studying for 
long periods of ttme is notoriously 
inefficient Your mind c·an only 
absorb so much material in one 
sitting. You cannot master a 
semester's work by doing an "all 
nighter." 

- Take care of the basics. Some 
students in their rush to prepare 
for exams forget to take care of 
themselves. Make sure you eat 
well and get sufficient sleep. Avoid 
caffeine and "uppers" while study­
ing. Make time for physical activi­
ty and for relaxation. Exams 
naturally create some stress so 
pamper yourself. 

The KWM U Student Staff is 
Serious About Radio 

- Plan ahead. Be sure to get a good 
night's sleep before your exam. 
Stop studying early and do some­
thing relaxing. Begin your day 
with a good breakfast and allow 
plenty of time for getting to cam­
pus. Find a quiet place and com­
pose your thoughts. Tell yourself 
you are ready for the exam and 
view it as an opportunity for you to 
show as much of what you know as 
you can. 

Plan to get to the test location a 
few minutes early but not too 
early.' Avoid classmates who 
generate anxiety and who are look­
ing for last minute answers. If 
waiting forthe test to begin causes 
anxiety, distract yourself by read­
ing a newspaper or magazine. 

- Ask for help, The Counselinf; 
Service provides assistance to 
students who are having difficulty 
with test anxiety_ A workshop on 
coping with test anxiety is being 
offered beginning on Wednesday. 
Feb. 26. Students can also be seen 
individually for help if they cannot 
meet the scheduled times. Let us 
hear from you. Maybe we can 
help.
