UMSL Study Abroad Student Accident and Sickness Insurance 

Enrollment Instructions




University of Missouri-St. Louis Study Abroad Student Accident and Sickness Insurance is mandatory for all study abroad participants and is administered by HTH Worldwide.  Students participating in exchange study abroad programs and non-UMSL programs must enroll themselves in this insurance program by following the instructions below. Students cannot register for courses at UMSL, or receive financial aid and scholarships, until they have enrolled in the insurance program. Students must enroll by May 1 for summer and fall semesters, and by December 1 for spring semester. 

1.  Go to http://www.hthstudents.com.

2.  Enter Group Access Code: CBM-2348 in the box on the left-hand side of the screen ("Have a Group Access Code" box) and click Submit.

3.  Read the disclaimer and continue to the next page.

4.  Select "New" enrollment and click Next.

5.  Complete all required fields, including address and student ID.

Important Note Regarding Enrollment Dates:
HTH Insurance covers you only while outside of your home country. The entire payment for the whole duration of your coverage (program) is charged when you enroll. The cost of $45 is for every 30-day period (i.e. January 8-June 8 = this equals 5 months coverage charged). Additional days over a 30-day period will be charged as the next/additional month/30-day period. Select your coverage to start one day before your departure date and extend a few days beyond your return date in the event that your return is delayed. (For example, if your semester abroad dates are Sept. 7-Dec. 16, you can set your coverage for Sept. 1-Dec. 31 and be charged for the same rate- 4 months). If you decide to stay abroad longer, login to HTH website to extend your insurance coverage. 

6.  Continue following the instructions on the website

Your insurance card will be mailed to you. You can also print a card from the website approximately two days after enrollment.  Any time after that, you can log-on under "Already enrolled users" to print your card and access your account and other helpful information.
