Louis and to attract and channel resources for the support of interdisciplinary
humanistic inquiry. To this end the Center has sponsored a variety of conferences,
symposiums, and lectures. Over the last several years, the Center has sponsored a
conference entitled "What is a City?", which examines the structure and social
environment of cities and their effects on social and cultural diversity. The Center for
the Humanities also sponsors the Monday Noon Cultural Series throughout the
academic year, which features a variety of humanistic lectures and musical
performances every Monday at 12:00 noon.

The Center for Humanities at the University of Missouri-St. Louis was launched in 1992
and is the only Center for Humanities in the University of Missouri four-campus system,
the region, and the state of Missouri. Serving a diverse, urban population of
predominantly older students, the Center for Humanities has as its mission to
emphasize the humanities in an urban area that otherwise would not be well served by
humanities programs.


In a Civic Progress (local corporate leaders) Higher Education Study of St. Louis made
in 1990, important area employers voiced concern about the lack of global awareness
and understanding of other cultures and humanities that characterized most
graduates. In response to this concern, the Center for Humanities was conceived and
has as its goal to promote the humanities that have been afflicted by a general loss of
funding for humanistic research, lectureships, and conferences leading students to
confine their humanistic inquiries only to required university courses.


The Center for Humanities offers a wide range of humanistic interdisciplinary events
and functions to students, faculty, community, and even world-wide with our
informational web site at a time when Humanities majors constitute only 9 - 10% of
the total student body of most universities. Consequently, the Center offers
opportunities and advantages in the humanities that otherwise would not be available.
In an era of technology and science dominance, the Center for Humanities is a
phenomenon of people, society, and cultures that should not be overlooked nor
neglected.

The Center for the Study of Disability and Culture is an academic organization
dedicated to the scholarly study of the meanings of disability within human
experience and cultural structures, processes, and representations.  


 


OUR VALUES


The Center believes that all of our activities should reflect a clear adherence to
a set of values that recognizes the rights and responsibilities of people with
disabilities and their families to be fully participating citizens in our community
and the cultural institutions that help define that citizenship.  While we expect
these values to evolve as they respond to changing circumstances, the
following beliefs will guide us in all of our planning and activities:


a.    Disability is an important part of human diversity and should be valued for
its contributions to our life and culture.


b.    Disability is a central part of human experience and its place in the
curriculum at all levels of higher education should reflect that centrality;


c.    People with disabilities and their families have the right to be included in all
aspects of society and all dimensions of our culture;


People with disabilities and their families should be involved in all aspects of
research and education that affect their quality of life and cultural participation,
including those activities sponsored by the Center;


OUR APPROACH


The Center begins with the assumption that both “disability” and “culture” are
unavoidably plural in meaning and that an equally pluralistic approach to
scholarship is needed to describe, interpret and understand those meanings.


We approach disability as unavoidably social in nature.  This is not to say that
disability in all of its various forms and categories may not be associated with
specific physical, cognitive, emotional or other conditions. However, it does
imply that such conditions can never be fully explored or understood outside of
the social policies and cultural representations that shape the questions we ask
and the answers we find.  Our approach to the study of disability, then, will
reflect this centrality of cultural context.


We also intend the term “culture” to be broadly inclusive of all those beliefs,
practices, settings and social arrangements through which we collectively
identify and define ourselves and others. We want to explore disability and
culture in all their variations.


Finally, and as implied by our understanding of disability and culture,  our
approach to research and teaching will be open and pluralistic.  Research
should be rigorous and consistent with the highest standards of the scholarly
inquiry in all its disciplines.  Teaching should be inclusive, participatory, critical

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and reflective.  There is more than one way to do both well.


a.    The third broad area of Center activities will be a series of annual events
and activities that will attempt to bring discussion of our issues and approaches
to a larger academic and community audience.  Some of these events will
sponsor scholarly presentations and academic forums by Center faculty and
affiliated researchers.  Others will bring in national and international speakers
or performers to share their work with our local community.  Finally, many of
these activities will provide opportunities for interaction and exchange between
the disability studies research community and the larger community of disability
advocates, educators and human service professionals.


i.    Annual Colloquium and Lecture Series  


This will typically be a special event built around a guest speaker or performer
of national or international prominence in the disability studies fields of study.


ii.    Annual Symposium or Conference


This will be a one or two-day gathering of local and national scholars and
advocates looking at specific issues of cultural practice and representation that
affect people with disabilities and their families.

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Institute History & Mission Statement
In May, 1998, the Missouri Legislature and the University of Missouri Board of
Curators approved naming the Institute in honor of State Representative Sue Shear.
Completing 26 years in the Missouri House of Representatives, Sue holds the record
for legislative service for women in elected office in Missouri. This official naming
makes the Sue Shear Institute the first university public policy center nationwide to
be named after a woman office holder.


On August 1, 1999, the Institute officially gained a presence on the western side of
the state with the opening of a second office at the University of Missouri-Kansas
City.


Although women are a majority of the population, the voters, and current college
graduates, they are minority participants at every level of public policy leadership.
The Institute's goal is to help women break down both the external and internal
barriers to embracing the rights and responsibilities of a representative democracy.
To accomplish this end, the work of the Institute is focused around several key
objectives:


Tracking the participation of women at various levels of government.
The Institute collects data on the historical and current status of women in a
variety of public policy making roles including elected office, service on public
boards and commissions, and senior government positions.


1.


Increasing the presence of women appointees on boards and
commissions. Many successful public policy makers have their first
experience in the field when they serve as an appointed member of a
volunteer public board. These appointments generally arise through informal
networks of contacts. The Institute maintains a talent bank of individuals
interested in serving on such boards and commissions and provides periodic
training for individuals interested in effective board membership.


2.


Training college women leaders. To strengthen young women's interest in
public policy, the Institute annually hosts the 21st Century Leadership
Academy. This one week residential program for Missouri college students is
designed to develop leadership skills and increase participants' awareness of
the impact of public policy in their lives. The faculty for the program features
women who are role models through their participation in the public sector.

Increasing the number of women employed in policy making
positions in government. The Institute provides skill building programs to
facilitate the success of women in state, county and local governments.
Program content includes enhancing leadership ability, public policy analysis,
impact of decision making on women, communication and networking skill
development, coalition building and mentoring responsibilities and
opportunities. In addition, women who have reached a leadership position in
government will be tapped to share their experiences in order to encourage
women making career decisions to consider public sector employment.

Zoo on the Harris Center Executive Committee which sets policy and vision for
the Center;
organizing joint symposia, seminars, and workshops.


Objective 4


To establish active links with colleagues and institutions in countries
throughout the world which will enhance scientific exchange and promote
research and education.


This objective will be achieved by:


sponsoring speakers and visiting scholars;
promoting research and educational interactions between the Harris Center
and colleagues at link institutions;
facilitating a regular exchange of information between the Harris Center and
link institutions;
facilitating and strengthening the research capacity and visibility of our link
institutions and international colleagues.


Objective 5


To promote an awareness within the St. Louis community of the importance
of biodiversity conservation and the pursuit of environmentally sustainable
practices.


This community outreach objective will be achieved by:


organizing public symposia such as the Whitney and Anna Harris Conservation
Forum and the Jane and Whitney Harris Lecture;
publishing two newsletters annually;
providing speakers to schools and community events;
fostering links with members of the Whitney R. Harris World Ecology Center
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Development, Scientific and Advisory Boards.
