Below is a list of subject headings to use as examples when searching for material in the Library Catalog. 

 
art (may subdivide geographically)    graphic arts   

 art history       computer aided design  
 painting (may subdivide geographically)   navajo art 

gogh, vincent van  (Personal names ,when used as subject headings, are entered last name, first name.) 
 
• Broad subject headings, such as Art, may be broken down into narrower terms.                                          

Example: art periodicals (retrieves library subscriptions to art journals)                                     
Example: art renaissance italy 

• Type in the first word(s) of a subject heading,  Art Modern, to browse all subjects beginning with that term.                                  
Examples:  art modern 20th century africa   

• Names of individual artists, tribal names, etc. are used as subject headings.                                                
Examples:  hopi art or picasso, pablo  

• Names of movements in art are used as subject headings.                                                                           
Examples: post impressionism art or cubism
