KWMU (90.7) FM, sponsored a 
"Semi-Quiet Fund Drive" from Feb. 
15-23. The fwld drive was one of the 
radio station's most successful ever.

$61,123. 

KWMU sponsored the fund drive 
in order to give a portion of the money 
to National Public Radio (NPR) to 
help the network with the additional 
costs of providing war coverage. 

Patricia Wente, general manager 
of KWMU, said that the station has 
heard from many listeners who said 
they depend on NPR's war coverage, 
which started on Jan. 17, for current 
and factual infonnation. 

Wente also said that the response 
of the drive was wonderful. 

"It's fabulous. Overwhelming," 
Wente said. "More than half of the 
people who called in to pledge were 
first time callers. That means that these 
people have just started listening to

important to them." 

'"It is clear to US that the news and 
information coverage was very well 
supported," said Richard Ruotolo, 
program director. 

When the goal was set at $31,000, 
KWMUhad allocated $11,000 of that 
to go to NPR.

UMSL third in 
Midwest Class 
four go on to 
Nationals 
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Fearing For Life 
While Enemies Land

Most Americans, with the ex­
ception ofthose who have served in 
combat, have no idea what it is like 
to live while under bomb attack. 

Although Joseph, 26, St Louis, 
( his real name will be withheld for 
safety reasons) anticipated the fact 
that Iraq would soon attack Israel, 
his duty to his family prevailed and 
he traveled to his homeland. 

Joseph's wife, who is Ameri­
can, and his two children were 
scheduled to go with him for his 
nephew's circumcision, but because 
danger was drawing closer, they 
backed out at the last minute. 

Joseph arrived in Israel only 
three days before the flrst SCUD 
missile attack on the country. When 
the first bomb landed, at about 2 
a.m. Israel time, he was asleep in 
his mother's house in Tel Aviv, 

Joseph said his mother woke up 
to 'the air raid sirens and then woke 
him up. 

"In less than one minute after 
the sirens went off, the bomb hit. 
Actually, not even enough time to 
put the gas mask on," Joseph said. 
"It landed almost 1000 f1. from my 
house." 

As soon as his mother woke 
him up they went to a room on the 

first floor. Because there are very 
few basements in Israel, they had 
prepared this room for emergen­
cies. 

"I ran to the room, with my 
mother, and started to put tape 
around the door. We stayed there 
for about three or four hours, until 
we were sure there were no chemi­
cals," Joseph said. 

He said they knew the first at­
tacks, as long as they were SCUD 
missiles, wouldn't have chemicals 
on them because they are not big 
enough. The missiles would be too 
weigh ted down to travel across J or­
dan and into Tel Aviv. 

Joseph said they send the mis­
siles over late at night, because most 
people are asleep and it is more 
surprising, confusing and frighten­
ing. He said his mother was less 
scared than he was, maybe because 
she was once in the Israeli anny, 
but mostly because she is used to 
living like that He said most people 
in the MiddJeEast are used to living 
that way. 

Joseph said there is one word to 
describe Saddam Hussein, "crazy." 

"He doesn't think right. He 
knew he was going to lose from the 
beginning. He doesn't care about 
his own people, andhekills hism 'n

Membership Has Privileges Americans Need To Be Culturally Aware

Ronald TaIcaki, professor of 
ethnics studies at the University of 
California-Berkeley, presented a lec­
ture on ''The Role of Asian Americans 
in Achieving Modern America's Cul­
tural Diversity" at the Feb. 25 meeting 
of the Monday Noon Series. 

The lecture's theme, multi-cultural 
foundations, suggested that America 
is a racially and ethnically diverse 
country. Takaki said that the student 
population of UM-St Louis is com­
prised of 11 percent of ethnic minori­
ties. 

Takaki feels that racism was very 
evident on college campuses, ranging 
from epithets to physical violence to 
racial riots. He also mentioned sources 
of cultural ignorance around us in the 

entertainment media as wen as from 
university taught courses that are from 
a European point of view, such as 
American literature and American 
history. His solution to halt the spread 
of cultural ignorance is to incorporate 
more contributions of minorities into 
a balanced view of literature and his­
tory. At Berkeley, students are re­
quired to take five courses examining 
the American society. They study it 

. from a comparative point of view, 
especially since the 'white' Ameri­
cans will beaminorit)'by themid21st 
century, according to Time magazine. 
To create a better informed 
multicultural society, Takaki sug­
gested incorporating different ethnic 
backgrounds into everyday living by 
listening and acknowledging the 
uniqueness of each culture in the 
making of America. 

While in St.Louis, Takaki wanted 
to visit the statue of James Heart 
Benton in Lafayette Park. Benton was 
a Missouri senator who contributed 
to the Chinese immigration to 
America with his "Imperial Vision 
and Manifest Destiny." It stated that 
America should reach westward to 
the Pacific and establish trade with 
China. 

This was evident with the first 
transcontinental railroad supporting 
Benton's ideas that St Louis should 
be the trading center for the distribu­
tion of Asian goods. American soci­
ety then became a more culturally 
diverse nation in the 19 century with 
the importation of Asian goods and 
the first wave of Asian immigration.

Cultural awareness, as related to 
the book Cultural Literacy: What 
Every American Needs to Know, 
comes mainly from a Eurocentric 
perspective, decreasing the important 
contributions of other ethnic groups. 
He said that while many Americans 
can name the significance of Ellis 
Island, few can identify Angel Island, 
where the Asian immigrants passed 
through coming to America. 

In 1989, Takaki authored Strang­
ers from a Different Shore: A History 
gf Asian Americans, a book about 
Chinese immigrants who were con­
sidered outsiders because of racism 
and economic exploitation ' n 
America Takaki has also authored 
six other books .. 

Virvus Jones Talks About St. Louis Politics , - -

St. Louis Comptroller Virvus 
Jones spoke about "the politics of 
inclusion" to UM-St Louis. faculty 
and students Feb. 18. 

Jones began by saying that es­
sentially there are only 20-25 people 
who don't consult S1. Louis citizens 
before implementing policy in their 
areas of the city. Jones said that it's 
only rational to ask the people re­
ceiving government money for par­
ticular tasks, such as housing, how 
they would like it to be spent. 

The exclusion principle exists in . 
St. Louis, Jones continued. not be­
cause only minorities are excluded, 
but because no one is included. except 
for those 20-25 people in charge. 

Jones made an example of the 
restoration of the Admiral as a nega-

tive consequence of the politics of 
exclusion. He stated that St Louis 
spent $38 million for "a boat that 
doesn't move. " He claimed that if the 
citizens ofSt Louis were told, the city 
would have spent only $10-12 million 
for a moving riverboat ins tead. Thus, 
S1. Louis would have had a riverboat 
for excursions, at a lower cost 

"Exclusion brings about bad pub­
lic policy," said Jones as he summed 
up part of his speech about the Ad­
miral. 

Jones then said that public money, 
like that which was spent on the Ad­
miral and is proposed to be spent on 
the stadium, should be spent on an 
equity basis. He claimed tha! a pmt of 
everyone's money comes L'1 as taxes; 
therefore, this money should be dis­
tributed in an equitable mannc ... Jones 
stated that public finance impli~ fair­
ness; everyone who wants to should 

have a voice in how their tax dollars 
are spent 

As a successful example of a city 
which uses the practice of inclusion, 
Jones pointed to Atlanta. He mostly 
used their Olympic committee to state 
his case. He revealed that their com­
mittee included over 200 members. 
He said it was a diverse committee, 
consisting of men and women from 
various racial, ethnic, and socioeco­
nomic groups. Jones said that Olym­
'pic officials liked seeing this kind of 
diversity in such a large number, and 
that the officials are scrupulous in 
seeking a city which appears to har­
bor friendly relations among differ­
ent types of people. Jones claimed 
that as a result of the inclusion prac­
tices, Atlanta succeeded in obtaining 
the Summer Olympics fer 1996. 

Jones then answered questions 
from his audience. When asked to 

discuss minority participation, he said 
it was an example of inclusion. An­
swering the myth that it increases 
costs, Jones affinned that minority 
participation actually decreases costs 
because it allows more people to be 
included in the bidding process, thus 
causing cost to be bid down. 

Later, Jones discussed the famil­
iar issue of the funding for the pro­
posed downtown stadium/convention 
center. 

Jones explained his two concerns 
with the proposed stadium: 

oThat it be funded with fIScal re­
sponsibility. 

o That a better feasibility 1ltudy be 
done. 

He said fiscal responsibili ty was 
necessary in order to best spend the

Pool Can Bring 
Big Benefits To 
UMSLCampus 

Even if it costs an extra buck or two per credit hour, 
student support for the addition of three swimming 
pools should ring out loud and clear. How often is it 
that UM -St. Louis gets in the running for playing host 
to a major event such as the 1994 Olympic Festival? 
It's an even rarer occasion that the city and county will 
pick up most of the tab on campus additions. 

The only time most UM-St. Louis students lose 
their apathetic status is when fee increases are dis­
cussed. While' the increases that will go into affect this 
fall won't be visible to most students, the increases for 
the addition of three swimming pools will be immedi­
ately tangible. Tuition is skyrocketing anyway, stu­
dents may as well have something to enjoy on cam­
pus. 

Every student, swimmer or non-swimmer, could 
have the opportunity to utilize programs the facility 
could offer. Nonswimmers could take advantage of 
swimming courses, as well as courses in aqua-aerobics, P~~;:::~=r 
scuba and kayaking. Swimmers could take advantage 
Lifeguarding and Water Safety Instructor courses. 

Having better swimming facilities can be a great 
recruiting tool. It not only makes the campus more 
attractive to potential students, but also can attract 
more swimmers and divers to the UM -St. Louis swim

Dear fellow students; 

I write to you in reference of the 
impeachment proceedings initiated 
by our student government associa­
tion upon the chairperson of that 
organization, Rick Jenkins. My 
colleagues in the assembly and I 
initiated the impeachmcnt proceed­
ings because Jenkins violated the 
SGA constitution by not fulflliing 
his duties as chaiJperson-namely 
by regularly being absent from the 
meetings (unexcused for that 
matter). He has missed at least thre{ 
meetings, showing no regard for his 
fellow representatives and students 
of this university. 

When informed of the ensuing 
impeachme.nt against him, Jenkins 
offered to resign, so long as he was 
able to present his resignation 
speech before the assembly at its 
next meeting. But you know what? 
He even missed that meeting. 

According to the SGA constitu-

tion, in order for an officer to be 
impeached, two-thirds of the 
assembly representatives mllst sign 
a petition of impeachment and send 
it to the student court. As of the 
latest count, 23 signatures are still 
needed. The removal of Jenkins 
from office is imperative. 

Currently, the assembly is 
writing a new constitution as well 
as preparing for its upcoming 
elections, and a competent chairper­
son is necessary for these proce­
dures. 

Because there has not been 
competent chaiJperson, the assem­
bly representatives have not been 
properly informed of meeting 
dates-thus causing them to miss 
meetings and as we have learned­
threatened their organization's 
funding. 

I urge you to request you 
organization's representative to sign 
the impeaclunent petition. If you are 
an organizational representative, 

you can sign the petition in the SGA 
office, which is in 262 University 
Center. Its office hours are 11 p.m. 
to 5 p.m. Because a large majority 
of the organizations aren't in 
constant communication with the 
SGA, it's difficult obtaining the 
number of signatures we need. This 
is why assembly representatives 
must be informed by other means, 
such as this letter. 

Not only did Jenkins miss 
numerous meetings, but he was 
thoroughly incompetent at running 
the n.eetings when he was in 
attendance. 

We're all tired of hearing about 
the apathy of students and 
inactivism of student government 
here. If we can impeach Jenkins and 
bring in a new, competent chairper­
son, there will be better organiza­
tion at the assembly meetings. This 
is crucial to the debate, and ap­
proval to the ncw constitution will 
greatly assist SGA's ability to serve 

the students ofUM-St Louis. 
Those close to this situation like 

I am might claim I am involved in 
this for the sole purpose of becom­
ing chairperson. I do admit that I 
would like to be chairperson; but I 
assure you, I will be fully behind 
the next chairperson whether it's me 
or not! 

My top priority in this is to see 
that Jenkins is removed from his 
position as chairperson because of 
his incompetence, his habit of 
missing meetings, and the grief he 
has caused assembly representatives 
(namely in the form of disorganized 
meetings). 

Once again, please request your 
representative to sign the petition to 
impeach Rick Jenkins as chairper­
son of the SGA assembly.

We are 24 year old Air Force 
sergeants deployed to Operation 
Desert·Storm. This letter is a 
humorous response to the "Any 
Service Member" letters that we 
receive. We gratefully accept this

reach the people we really want to 
hear from-the single young ladies 
of America. 

Nothing is better for our morale 
than to receive a letter from a 
lovely young woman. Therefore, 
here is our ktter. 

We are part of the 1000 
stationed in Qatar in support of 
your country and ours in its latest 
foreign escapade. The desert is hot 
and dry during the day, cold and 
muggy at night When we huddle 
gratefully into our sleeping bags at 
night, usually reading by flashlight, 
we think of things denied to us here 
such as alcohol and women. Where 
we are stationed, there is no alcohol 
and there are very few women. 

So, write to us please (pictures 
would be great!) so that we have 
something to think of while we 

waste away the hours making sure 
our planes are in top shape. Use the 
the address on the bottom of the 
letter to mail any responses to us. 
Please share this letter with all your 
friends and classmates; we will 
gladly write them back. Letters 
from sororities are especially 
welcome. There are quite a few of 
us over here, and any letters will be 
shared. 

Conditions are bad at times. We 
don't have many of the common 
conveniences of the civilized 
world. We have showers and 
bathrooms, but both are the 
commuf!,ity type with no privacy. 
Our tents sleep from 14 to 18 
people. We try to make things more 
"homey" by sectioning off our 
sleeping areas with sheets, but 
privacy is still lacking. 

We have no access to chips and 
snacks that are prevalent in the U.S. 
All the meals we have are from the 
"chow hall," a facility that rarely 
serves anything resembling food. 
Or we can eat an MRE, meal ready 
to eat (or as we call it-moldy, 
rotten. and evil) that was matmfac­
tured in 1986. I don't know about 
you, but a pack of five- year-old 
chicken doesn't make a gourmet 
meal for me. 

Our only source of television is 
found in our recreation center, mis­
named because it offers only card 
games and TV. Cable News 
Network gets very boring after 

watching it for three weeks. We 
work 12 hour shifts with no days 
off. And there isn't any "time and a 
halr pay here either. 

At least we get the opportunity 
to sit on the beach; (it's three miles 
to the water). Well, who needs 
water at the beach anyway? No, I'm 
wrong; we do have water. Unfortu­
nately, the water is only in the 
showers and it's only cold. Guess it 
helps us considering that there are 
no women around. 

The local people are fairly nice 
(from the little we see of them). The 
only times we see the locals are 
when they come to remove the 
garbage or when we go to the 
"Barber." Now, it might seem funny 
that I put "Barber" in quotes, but 
our local chap speaks no English. 
(Well, he knows how to say "hi") 
and cuts your hair pretty much how 
he feels. You ask for a flat-top and 
end up looking like Charlie Brown. 
B~ stuff. 
" l;, Then, when you think it's all 
over, he starts massaging your head 
vigorously by smacking his 
knuckles against the back of your 
skull. Then he rubs the side of your 
head-snagging his watch in your 
hair, pulling out half of what he 
missed with the scissors. But no one 
complains to him. After all, would 
you criticize a man who fmishes the 
haircut by shaving (supposedly 
around) your ears with a straight 
razor? I wouldn't 

We have no way of knowing 
when this letter will reach you, so 
we hope for the quickest response 
you can manage. We would 
appreciate any letters with pictures 
and the more the merrier. If you can 
pass this letter around the campus, 
we would appreciate it We can't 
thank: you enough for all the support 
that we have received from people 
like you in the U.S. It helps us get 
through the rough times, and it 
proves to us that we truly are part of 
world's greatest military.

Dr. Lecter is a maniacal game player 
who will not give a straight answer. 
This only makes the storyline more 
tense. He uses anagrams for clues and 
is always making Starling think for 
herself and fmd her own answers 
rather than just just telling her the 
facts which to him are obvious. 

The storyline twists around and 
carries the viewer through a series of 
turns and surprises that leave him 
simply stunned. This movie was 
adapted so well from a book that it is 
hard to believe the book could be 
better. 

Foster turns in a brilliant perfor­
mance as the self-assured yet green 
FBI agent. She conveys with convic­
tion and power her confidence with 
just a touch of uncertainty towards 
her ability. This is shown brilliantly 
as her eye twitches yet the rest of her 
face stays strong when she is talking 
with Lecter, holding her ground while 
he scruntizes her every thought This 
performance is better than her work in 
her last movie, "The Accused," for 
which she won an Oscar. 

Scott Glenn is at home in this role 
.as the FBI boss Jack Crawford. Most 
of his roles are straightforward busi­
ness or military types- the most fa­
mous of which was his role in "The 
Hunt For Red October" as the 
untrusting lieutenant. He plays his 
role very well, but his character, like 
most of his previous ones, is boring. 
But then again there's usually not 
much personality to Hollywood FBI 
guys. I'm anxious to see him play the 
rodeo star in the upcoming "My He-

roes Have Always Been Cowboys." I 
think he has a lot of untapped talent. 

But the real star isn't either one of 
these two. Anthony Hopkins shines 
above the rest in this production as the 
pure psychotic. He portrays his char­
acter with such bent sophistication 
that you start to wonder if this guy 
really is out there just a little. His 
calmness is eerie, and his aura of an 
animal just about to strike is chilling. 
This man is not one to mess around 
with, and Hopkins lets you know this 
quite clearly_ His performance is 
Oscar quality and it would be a crime 
for him not to get at least a nomina­
tion. 

Johnathan Demme directed this 
fIlm, and he did a highly impressive 
job at it. The camerawork and situa­
tion play is highly commendable. His 
use of closeups and suspenseful cross­
cutting create an atmosphere suited to 
any chair-gripping film. The thrill · 
from the movie is enough to make 
anyone fasten their seat·beats. 

This fllm is his best work, and that 
is saying a lot since he is also respon­
sible for directing such hits as 
"Something Wild" with Melanie 
Griffith and J effDaniels and "Married 
To The Mob" starring Michelle 
Pfieffer. 

Overall, I have to say this is one 
good time at the show. There is a 
healthy amount of relief one gets when 
exiting a theater from this type of 
movie. "The Silence Of The Lambs" 
is a wild ride and one that should be 
taken as soon as possible. I promise a 
good time to be had by all.

Rugby originated some 145 years 
ago on the athletic field of a boys prep 
school in the town of Rugby, England. 
A schoolboy named William Webb 
Ellis, who, with a fme disregard for 
the rules, picked up a soccer ball and 
ran down feild. The new game spread 
through out England, and was ex­
ported to the world via the British 
Empire. 

There are currently over 1,200 
mgby clubs in the United States; St. 
Louis alone has ten. The sport still has 
a long way to go in order to enjoy the 
acceptance level it has overseas. The 
English indoctrinated every school­
boy to the game, in Wales rugby in­
spires a semireligious reverence, and 
itis the nati anal sport in New Zealand. 
Rugby provides athletic and social 
benefits for its participants.

per team on a field similar to that of 
football. A game is divided into two 
40 minute halves with a brief half­
time. To score points, a team must 
place the ball down over the Try Line 
(like the goal line in football) or kick 
it through the uprights located at each 
end of the field.

The exceptional 
player has the opportunity to selected 
for the Union, Regional and finally 
the U.S. National teams which play 
internationally. Individual motivation, 
commitment, and ability will deter­
mine the level of competition he will 
play. 

UM-St. Louis is one of the few 
four year universities in Missouri 
which c urrentl y does not have a rugby 
team. 

Pliakos ends his letter by explain­
ing how he would like to start a rugby 
team at UM -S t Louis and the benefits 
physically, socially and mentally.
