Computer User's Committee

Paul Matteucci, UM-St. Louis’
student representative to the UM
System Board of Curators, has chal-
lenged the appointment of a new su-
pervisor for the Student Computing
Labs.

In a letter to Donald Phares, vice
chancellor of Budgeting and Planning,
Matteucci complained that the hiring
of the new supervisor bypassed
guidelines set down by the newly
formed Student Computing Advisory
Committee. The six student commit-
tee was formed to monitor the use and
implementation of the new Student

Computer Fee.

The new supervisor, Diane
Menne, replaced Liz Denby as super-
visor on Nov. 6, 1990. Though the
position was filled through the Office
of Computing and Telecommunica-
tions, it had been suggested that the
position be transfered to the Student
Computer Fee.

Matteucci objected to the use of
the new computing fee as a source of
funding for the unapproved
SUpPCrvisor’s position.

“What has transpired is not only
in complete disregard for the will of
the students—who are, after all, the
source of these funds—butan equally
blatant disregard for ideals set forth

by Curators Lichenegger, Runge and
Turnerthatstudents and faculty should
be using these funds to develop coop-
erative projects to facilitate open-ac-
cess student computing,” said
Matteucci. “In keeping with those
ideals, I refuse to allow the Office of
Computing and Telecommunications
to transfer Liz Denby’s former posi-
tion to the Student Computing Fee.”
Phares responded to Matteucci’s
complaint by providing funding for
the position from other sourses.
“We resolved the problem by
paying Diane’s (Menne) salary from
campus funds, not the Student Com-
puting Fees or OCT,” Phares said.
“The confusion over Diane’s position

search and public service, on the one
hand, and improve, beautify, and pro-
mote the campus on the other.

War Takes Toll On US Economic Strength

As the war in the Persian Gulf
region unfolds, ourimmediate concern
is forthose indirect danger. However,
the consequences of war will not be
limited to on-site military and civilian
casualties; we all bear the economic
cost in lost economic competitive-
ness and lower incomes.

The cost will not only be the ex-
penses, damage, and losses inflicted
on people, the environment, econo-
mies, and socicties. While the Gulf
and the world as a whole pay these
costs, America’s share of the military
expendituresis very large and we will
be paying for it long into the future.

Direct military expenditures tor
Desert Shield and Desert Storm are
estimated to be up to one billion dol-
lars per day. Ever since the beginning,
five-hundred million dollars per day
has been spent on the basic logistics
costs of transport and communica-
tions, food and lodging for the troops.

Starting on January 16, the U.S.
spent five-hundred million dollars per
day on on eighteen thousand tons of
explosives. Thisincludes, forexample
106 Tomahawk cruise missiles fired
on Iraq the first night, each missile
costing about $1.3 million, to name
only one. Hardware losses such as the
first U.S. aircraft downed — an F/A-
18 which cost $31 million dollars -
likely will be large but cannot be
forecast. All told, up to the end of
January 1991 the military expendi-
tures run at least eighty-five to one
hundred billion dollars.

Government expenditures alone
are expansionary and can help to case
an economy out of recession. How-

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ever, theexpenditures whichare given
up for the sake of the military budget
- on roads, schools, hospitals and
other social infrastructures - have
long-lasting productivity effects that
military expenditures do not.

Further, the U.S. has extensive
reserves of thousands of tanks, jets
and plenty of munitionsleftover from
the Cold War and the three trillion
dollar Reagan defense build-up. Even
intheeventof losses, the U.S. Armed
Services would not necessarily send
conflictas ajustification for the “high
tech™ component of the Pentagon
budget, and the costs of fuel, muni-
tions and other support consumption
must be paid in any case.

Can the U.S. afford the cost of
being “the world’s policeman?” As
Lester Thurow, Dean of the MIT
Sloan Business School said, for four
hundred years the Romans managed
to pay for it by extracting taxes in the
Empire but, in today’s competitive
world, we will not be able to that.

The contributions pledged by
noncombalants such as Japan and
Germany todateonly amounttoabout
six billion dollars - less than ten days
worth of what has already last more
than 120 days.

Although Saudi Arabiareportedly
pledged to pay for “forty to fifty
percent” of the costs - about fifty
billion dollars - it has only actually
paid one billion. The exiled Emir of
Kuwait has fronted some two and
one half billion dollars.

Further, as a condition to obtain
cooperation in the alliance against
[raq, officials magnanimously

waived tens of billions of dollars in
debts owed the by countries such as
Egypt and Turkey. Then, even under
the best case scenario with the war
ending immediately, the U.S. taxpayer
would still be left with a bill for over
$50 billion dollars of U.S. govern-
ment expenditures on Desert Shicld/
Storm,

This increase in government ex-
penditures comes on top of an already
harmfully large government budget
deficit. In the 1960s, at the beginning
of the Vietnam War, the U.S. had a
balanced budget.

During the 1980s the U.S. gov-
emment budget deficit broke all-time
records and - even without Desert
Sheild/Storm, the forecast deficit for
1991 is already a record 290 billion
dollars. It has reached these record

levels through government deficit
spending throughout the 1980s, to-
gether with the crisis in Savings and
Loans now estimated to cost the U.S.
taxpayer 500 billion dollars over the
coming three decades. Desert Shield/
Storm likely will push that to 340
billion or higher. Just in the midst of a
recession, this will push interest rates
up as the Treasury borrows to finance
the war thus leading to lower domestic
investment, a higher trade deficit, and
further deterioration of U.S. produc-
tivity and income growth in the future.

Higher interest rates are unavoid-
able unless a war surtax is levied on
gasoline consumption or income. Ei-
ther approach - higher interest rates or
surtax - will worsen the recession.
International trade is down due to the
embargo on Iraq and the war - for
example, India's economic loss
through the first quarter of 1991 will
be about three billion dollars. Other

countries’ losses will magnify as the
international markets shrink, further
aggravating the U.S. recession. The
Federal Reserve Board might expand
the money supply to mitigate higher
interest rates but will be restrained by
its fear of causing more inflation.

In the U.S. and other industrial
economics the price of oil may actu-
ally not increase despite the war, be-
cause non-Gulf and Saudi production
is up and strategic reserves are avail-
able. Nevertheless, the effects of war
onmarketscould still resultina higher
price.

Thirty percent of the world’s oil
production is consumed by the U.S.,
even though we are only about five
percentof the world’s population. The
U.S. policy of low oil taxes has al-
lowed Americans to enjoy the lowest
of oil prices in major consuming
countries - as low as one quarter of the
price in other countries.

We have given scant attention to
alternatives, so any increase in price
will cause a“supply shock™ and result
in the infamou¢ “stagflation.” This
happened in 1975 and 1980, and has
again begun to affect the economy in
1990, worsening the stagnation ducto
the business cycle recession the
economy is already entering, and
adding inflation to the problem.
Stagflation is the likely outcome.

All told, the U.S. is paying for its
war expenditures by further reducing
ouralready low international produc-
tivity and competitiveness, and fore-
going real income as a result.

For four years Geri Guercio Hoff
has invited St. Louisians to embark
upon a yearly two-week summer ad-
venture to Italy, but this November,
the shoe was on the other foot.

Hoff, aforeign language teacher
andTtalian studies coordinator at UM-
St. Louis , received aletter in October
from the Commissioner of Italian
Travel, inviting her to participate in
aneducational tourism exchange. Hoff
was chosen with approximately 30
other Americans, most of whom were
inthe travel business. They were to go
onatwelve day, all expense paid tour
of Italy, as guests of the Italian gov-
emment.

Hoff said the invitation came as a
complete surprise.

AtthePalazzo Vecchio, there was
a cocktail party to welcome partici-
pants from all parts of Europe along
with the United States.

Such
extra precautions were putinto opera-

At Candlestick Park, the site of
the San Francisco 49crs-New York
Giants NFC championship game, the
park took many measures (o keep the
fans as safe as possible. All fans car-
rying items into the park were subject
to search and guards were working
around the clock.

Officials in Buffalo also took ex-
tra precautions around Rich Stadium,
where the Bills played the Los An-
geles Raiders for the AFC title. The
security force was doubled, and
people with no direct business at the
stadium were kept away from the
area.

Meanwhile in Austria, deeper
measures of safety have been taken.
The World Alpine Skiing champion-
ships scheduled forJan.21, were can-
celed on “moral and ethical grounds
because of the political situation™ in
the Middle East.

NCAA Reforms: Helping Or Hurting?

Reformers carried the day at the
National Collegiate Athletic Asso-
ciation (NCAA) convention in Mem-
phis, Tenn., forcing through a raft of
changes that may or may not ease
some of the problems afflicting big-
time college sports.

Among other reforms, repre-

sentatives voted overwhelmingly to:

+Try to ease the isolation of ath-
letes from other students by elimina-
tion of athlete-only dorms.

sRequire academic counseling for
all athletes recruited at Division I
Schools.

»Shorten practice time and play-
ing seasons so athletes will have more
time for their studies.

«Slash the number of scholarships
by 10 percent in each sport.

«Force schools to cut the number
of coaches on staff.

*Require Division I schools to
spend more on women’s sports and
men'’s sports other than football and
basketball.

I am having a hard time under-
standing that it is, in the words of a
reform supporter, "in the best interest
of the school and student” that all of
these reforms are taking place.

Speaking as a working student, I
know that outside activities get in the
way of studies. So, in the interest of
my GPA, Icutalotof activities out of
my schedule thinking I would book-

up and bring home a report card that 1
would be proud of. But much to my
surprise the only things that changed
were a few points on my GPA and a
lot of time unaccounted for. I knew I
had homework and studying to do but
since I had so much time, I figured
that I would “do it later”. The only
thing that brings up a students grades
is the diligence of the student.

A cut in scholarships will mean
fewer students going out for sports
and fewer players on a team. That’s
the whole reason many students even
consideraspecific college--they want
to get the best deal possible. Cutting
scholarships by 10 percent could mean
less opportunity for athletes, includ-
ing low-income and minority kids for
whom a scholarship is a ticket to the
college education they might not oth-
erwise have. Injuries will leave many
teams shorthanded as the season wears
on and, because of the reform, there
won’t be any walk-on players to sub-
stitute for injured players.

The mandated down-sizing of
coaching staffs will hurt the athletes,

reducing supervision at the critical
time that they are learning how to
balance the responsibilities of sports
and school.

Convention delegates also voted
for several limits on recruiting, in-
cluding a cut in the number campus
visits allowed for football and basket-
ball recruits, a limit on the number of
coaches who can recruit off-campus
and an extension of the “dead period”
during which coaches may have no
contact with recruits.

The recruiting limits were cost-
cutting measures and not in response
to recruiting violations, NCAA olli-
cials said.

Another reform, requiring Divi-
sion I schools to spend a minimuin ol
$250,000 on men’s and women s
sports besides football and basketball,
will raise the ire of many smauller
schools. As many as 70 schools lear
they may have to change divisions.

After looking at these reforins,
can you honestly say they are in the
"best interest of the school and stu-
dent?"

Pilz: Pts Away From
No.3 Ranking At UMSL

Senior Chris Pilz is within reach
of former Rivermen greats Hubert
Hoosman and Ron Porter on the
school’s all-time scoring list, Pilz
enters this week in {ifth place with
1,348 carcer points. He needs four
points to move past Hoosman (1,351)
and eight to supplant Porter (1355) in
the No. 3 spot on the scoring charts.

Pilz, who leads the Rivermen in
scoring this season (20.8 points per
game), also paces the Rivermen in
field goal percentage (52.3), 3-point
ficld goals (28), free throw percent-
age (81.9),assists (61) and steals (39).
