The night of Nov. 5.

Thatis when administrators, civic
leaders, education supporters, faculty,
staff, students and any other groups
will stand by and wait for the most
crucial decision in Missouri’s educa-
tion,

Proposition B is a $385 million
education tax package designed to
put more money into all levels of
education. $190 million of that will

_ go into higher education.

Currently Missouri ranks 4 7th out
of 50 for funding for higher educa-
tion.

But for now, UM-St. Louis Chan-
cellor Blanche Touhill and a budget
committee will be meeting for two
possible scenarios- the best and the
WOTSL

Within the next three weeks, the
Budget and Planning Committee will
meet and look at different plans for
Vision Five- a statement that outlines
UM-St. Louis’ mission eshancement,
financial aid, special equipment,

maintenance and repair, and libraries.

“George Russell (University of
Missouri System President) says if
Proposition B passes, he will ask,
‘What do you want?". I think this
campus will strengthen existing pro-
grams and add new ones,” she said.

“But if it doesn’t pass, we may
need even more money and we may
have toplan forreatlocations. Nojobs
will be lost, unless the Missouri
economy doesn't pick up.”

Touhill was asked by a campus
employee at a non-regular staff meet-
ing last Tuesday if those who work on
yearly contracts may lose their jobs.

“You are vulnerable,” Touhill
said.

Touhill is also asking campus unit
managers to prepare for another pos-
sible budget cut in January, if
Missouri’s economy doesn’t improve.

But Larry Friedman, UM-St.
Louis Senate chairman, said if voters
saynoonNov. 5, the university would
become “third-class, at best.”

“If Proposition B fails, we are in
trouble,” he said. “There will be deep
reductions. Programs and people will
be eliminated.”

Friedman said Russell wants to

revamp the formulasystem to haveall
four UM schools receive their fair
share. Currently, UM-St. Louis is al-
located about 12 percent.

Russellis also planning to borrow
more money from Weldon Springs,
cut central administration and issue
bonds if Proposition B fails.

“Dr. Russell said smalleris better,
He said we may have to live within
our means, and reduce programs and
personnel,” Friedman said. “There
would be more stringent admission
requirements and a reduction of
freshmen and sophomore classes.”

Touhill emphasized that she did
not want layoffs, especially in the
Ansand Sciences Department headed
by Dean Terry Jones.

Arts and Sciences, unlike other
departments, doesn’t have any flex-
ibility. Other departments have been
asked to freeze most open positions.

The problem, Touhill said, is the
department will reduce its budget by
$300,000, and not layoff 10 faculty
members.

“I'm an optimist, We have been
through good years and we have been
through bad years,” Touhill said. “I
don't want to sound grim."”

Tuition Hike Inevitable

Currently, students pay anaverage
of $§2000 a year to UM-5t. Louis. By
1994, however, astudent could pay as
much as $3900 for two semesters.

One department that may see an
important service decline is the Cen-
ter for Academic Development. The

But Dorthoy Gotway, director of

C.AD., says the only number the
Math Lab members have their eyes
on is five- Nov. 5.

“There is the possibilty that stu-
dent tutors could face cuts. But the
university is doing everything pos-
sible not to do that,” Gotway said.
“The effort is to not cut people or
services. We haven'treally examined
ramifications.”

She said the Writing Lab, which

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Thomas Debate Affects Universities As Well

(CPS)- A law professor’s allegations of sexual harass-
ment against Judge Clarence Thomas have started a na-
tional debate over the issue, and conversations at college
and university campuses zre no exception.

“I hope that what this does on college campuses is
change the culture and let people know that we have to
define what is good and bad behavior,” says Anne Bryant,
executive director of the American Association of Uni-
versity Women.,

Commission, some examples of sexual harassment are
comments about a person’s anatomy, appearance or dress,
dirty jokes and offensive gestures, display of sexually
suggestive objects or pictures, and explicit descriptions of
the harasser’s own sexual experiences.

University of Oklahoma Law Professor Anita Hill
says that after refusing a date with Thomas, he subjected
her to descriptions of sex and ponographic movies.

Many colleges have adopted policies against sexual
harassment. For students, guidelines usually include a

definition similar to the EEOC’s, plus stern warnings.

“Many times it is mistaken that only rape is sexual
harassment,” Bryant said. “The college condemns covert
and overt acts which interfere with the commitment to
fostering leaming and will not tolerate any form of intimi-
dation, abuse or harassment.”

Although cases involving students are not frequently
reported, they do surface.

In September, four women at Texas A&M accused
some male counterparts in the school’s Corp of Cadets of

sexual harassment, assault, rape and social ostracism.

The incidents stemmed from the men wanting the
women to drop out of the corps, reports said.

“We now have a faci-finding commission investiga-
tion,” said university spokesman Lane Stevenson.

Most schools have policies to discourage sexually
harassing behavior among both students and faculty and
staff, Bryant says.

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ENROLLMENT RISING

Off-Campus

Classes

Takes UMSL Enrollment
To The Highest Ever

Off-campus enrollment, includ-
ing anincrease in high school smdents
taking courses for college credit, have
boosted the enrollment at UM-St.
Louis to its highest ever.

Total enroliment, including those
registered in continuing education, is
now at 15,620, according to Univer-
sity Registration. On-campus student
enrollment, that is full and part time
students taking courses on campus, is
12,941,

Glen Allen, associate registrar,
said the on-campus enrollment is
nearly the same as last year, but the
enrollment increase is primarily be-

cause of the continuing education
programs.

Of the total on-campus enroll-
ment, black students make up 10.2
percent. This hasrisen from lastyear’s
9.5 percent. Allen said he has no
attribution to the increase. Total mi-
nority enrollmentis up to 14.2 percent.

Graduvate enrollment has grown
as well, going from 2,267 in the 1990
fall semester to 2,365 this year. This
is made up of students seeking
master’s degrees increasing from
2,057 102,136, and students studying
for doctoral degrees increasing from
210 to 229.

Dear editor:

I am writing to clarify a few items
mentioned in the article titled “SSB
Elevator Malfunctons” in the Oct. 7,
1991 issue of the Current.

The Tower building elevators have
fallen or malfunctioned on at least
four occasions in the past six months.
These instances do not include nu-
merous reports Tower residents have
madedue to leveling problems, alarms
going off for no reason, doors either
not opening or closing for several
minutes and doors closing before they
have compietely opened.

1. The south elevator in SSB fell
one story in late March, 1991 (ap-
proximately one week before the April
4, 1991 incident). Two faculty mem-
bers, Peggy Mulvihill and Susan
Schepker, were on it. Th-v were
trapped for almost 20 minutes. This
incident was not officially reported
by the faculty members because ser-
vice personnel were working on the
elevator when it fell.

2. The north elevator in SSB fell
two and one-half stories on April 4,
1991. Jefferson Webb and I were on
it. We were trapped for almost one
hour before we were freed. 1 was
injured and sought medical attention
almost immediately afterwards. In
fact, I am still receiving medical care
and treatment for some of my injuries
and waiting for diagnosis treatment
of others. :

3. The north elevator doors closed
on a faculty members’ hand around
August 28, 1991. The member, Lisa
Davison, tried to stop the elevator
door from closing by moving her
hand and the doors closed completely.
They did not reopen and did not re-
spond to pressing the up or down
arrows. Luckily, a student was able
to pry the doors open and free Ms.
Davison's hand. She was not injured,
but she was upsei. This incident was
reporied by calling Administrative
Services at 6300.

4. The south elevator fell one-half
story on Sept. 27, with one faculty

member, Linda Kowalcky, on it. She
was trapped for a few minutes.

Mr. Fred Wuelling of Gateway
Elevator Service said, “...the elevator
had not fallen either time and that it
was misreported.” He wenton to say,
“The elevator did not fall Friday. It
stopped. It did not fall back in April
either.” T would like to know how
many people can “misreport” eleva-
tors falling on three separate occa-
sions. It is my experience that being
in a falling elevator has a very dis-

tinct feeling and impact, and is not
easily confused with any other sensa-
tion.

I would also like to know why Mr.
Wauelling knows nothing of the south
elevator falling one story in late March,
1991. Is it possible that his personnel
did not report the incident to him? Or,
is he aware of it and assumes that no
one else is since it has not been ques-
tioned.

Dr. Granger Wins Prestigious
Award for Excellence in Teaching

I’s a warm summer moming in
September and you have just spent
twenty minutes trying to find a student
parking space. As you walk nervously
to your first class, the buterflies that
have been in your stomach since the
night before are driving you crazy.
You walk to a building you think 1s
Stadler Hall and search for the Biology
classroom. Suddenly, you find your-
self thrust into an educational night-
mare. Your classroom is the size of
your high school auditorium. There
are more students in the room than in
your entire senior class. Thereisatall,
thin man leaning over the overhead
projector while the light dances devil-
ishly around the features of his face.
He begins the lecture with a question
about life, and you wonder if you en-
tered some advanced Philosophy course
by accident. This man then grasps an
enormous lest tube of solution and
proceeds to discuss the dangers in-
volved with acids and how potent the
particular sample is. A horrific smile
stretches across his face as he hurls the
fluid into the laps of the persons in the
first row. A roar of laughter erupts
when he states, rather plainly, that the
vial contained nothing more potent than
tap water.

You have just entered the wacky
world of Dr. Charles Granger. A man
whose sense of humor is only sur-
passed by his knowledge of the sci-
ences. This past May, at the System
Board of Curators’ meeting, Dr.
Granger’s innovative teaching tech-
nique won him the UM Presidential
Award for Outstanding Teaching. This
is the first year this honor has been

awarded, and not only includes UM-
St. Louis, but all other schools in the
University of Missouri system. In-
cluded with the award is a $15,000
stipend, the majority of which Dr.
Granger has returned to the University.

Dr. Granger was inspired to teach
science as an undergraduate in college.
“I was a science major and this home
was looking for someone (o each sci-
ence to some of the kids ... so I volun-
teered and that was very exciting,”
explained Dr. Granger. Using loaned
equipment and teaching problem stu-
dents, he discovered the occupation he
wanted to pursue. His list of achieve-
ments seems never-ending: he has ob-
tained two patents, the direction of 15
university programs, grants totalling
over $4 million and over 20 years of
service at UM-St. Louis. Dr. Granger
has also been named as one of Rolling
Stone magazine’s Top Ten Professors.

His unique teaching skills consist
of a combination of audio-visual
equipment, humor, student-level ex-
amples and solid information. When
asked about his technique, he said, “If
you've got 600 students and out of that
group there isn’t somebody upset with
what you are doing, then you’re not
doing enough.”

His philosophy is simple: in every
classthereisa wide variation of ability,
interest and opinion, and he takes it
upon himself to engage as many of
these different views as he can in order
to grab everyone’s attention.

“My verbalizations and the actions
we take are right up to the edge until 1
see somebody getting real upset,”
Granger said.

Dr, Granger is a prime example of
those seemingly rare cases in which a
person loves his occupation as muchas

The winds of change blew through UM-St. Louis on
Friday night in two forms. First, out went the previous
name of the soccer field, with the official ceremony to
dedicate the soccer stadium in memory of UM-St. Louis
coaching legend Don Dallas.

The other wind, of gale forceattimes, kept the largest
crowd for a soccer game this year on their feet. The
rousing conclusion for the UM-St. Louis Rivermen was a
2-2, double sudden-death overtime tie with archrival
Northeast Missouri State.

Actually, the Rivermen gained a victory earlier in the
day when they were informed that their only loss of the
year, against Lewis University, was changed to a victory.

“We didn’t tell the players before the game about the
Lewis decision because we didn’t want to get their minds
off the matter at hand,” Head Coach Tom Redmond said.

Redmond nor UM-St. Louis Sports Information Di-
rector Jeff Kuchno were sure of the specifics of the ruling
made by the NCAA. They said even though the game
would be considered a victory for the Rivermen, it may
carry an asterisk.

The Rivermen, 12-0-2, were trying to defeat the
Bulldogs for the first time since 1988, and get another leg-
up in the regional standings where they are, 2-0-2, and
ranked first.

NEMO, 5-5-1, on the other hand was clinging to dear
life for a shot at a regional bid, and a loss would have
nailed their coffin shut.-

It was obvious from the outset of the game that
Northeast had the talent and size to be a overpowering
team, butthey have run into some tough teams and haven’t
had the breaks go their way.

The chilly night of Oct. 18, 1991
will be remembered by many as more
than just the night when the Rivermen
hosted Northeast Missouri State; rather
the making of history. Because more
than just the wind was giving chills
during the official field dedication of the
Don Dallas Memorial Soccer Field.

During the ceremony, Ciiy of St
Louis Sheriff Jim Murphy prociaimed
October 18 as "Don Dallas Day."

The change was made in honor of
Dallas, who died last October alter
nearly 23 yearsascoachof theRivermen.
The University of Missouri Board of
Curators approved a request from UM-
St. Louis tochange the name of the UM-
St. Louis Soccer Stadium to the Don
Dallas Memorial Soccer field.

Dallas won 236 games at UM-St.
Louis and led the Rivermen to the Divi-
sion 1I national championship in 1973.
In 1987 he was honored as the Division
1I national coach of the year.

"Don Dallas is a legendary figure in
the world of soccer,” said Chancellor
Blanche Touhill, who spoke at the dedica-
tion ceremony. "He was an outstanding
human being."

"He truly loved everyone who knew
him. He waskind and gentle human being,”
she continued.

"Don Dallas meant a lot to this com-
munity,” added Athletic Director Chuck

Smith.

“(Don Dallas is) one of our
long time and very successful
coaches,” he said . “He had been so
successful and put in 23 years of
dedicated work to the university.
