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Sexy Legs walk free: apology expected from fraternity

The Student Court voted not to
suspend the Sigma Pi fraternity’s rec-
ognition for one semester, perhaps the
largest of the three requests made by
Tonya Hutchinson during a hearing
Monday.

Hutchinson and Sigma Pi spokes-
person Tom O’Keefe gave 15 minutes
of testimony before four Student Court
justices Monday afternoon, despite
O’Keefe’sclaim thathe did notreceive
a court order until 11 a.m. that mom-
ing. The Court adjourned after two
hours without reaching a decision.

Thursday, Chief Justice Steve
Bartok said the Court does not have the
authority to punish individuals or orga-
nizations in its cases, but he said the
Court has made the following recom-
mendations to the Senate Student Af-
fairs Committee:

» That Sigma Pi shall not lose rec-
ognition as a student organization.

» That Sigma Pi shall not be placed
on probation of any kind.

The statementcontinued,“Wehave

determined that the allegations of sex-
ism and the promotion of violence
against women are Codes of Conduct
laws. Student Court does not have the
authorization to deal with these matters
and if necessary, they will be handled

by the Senate Student Affairs Commit-
tee.”

Bartok said Thursday that maybe
the 15-minute forum wasn’t the best
idea, but he said, “it was time to get
down to business.”

Student fee increase approved,
settorise in summer session’95

. The proposed fee increases in UM-
St.LouisFacility and Activity are set 10
take effect in summer session 1995.

The proposed fee increase totals
17.5 percent and will raise the present
fee from $9.07 percredithourto $10.66
per credit hour. A student taking 12
hours will see their fees go from $108.84
to $127.92.

Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs
Lowe “Sandy” MacLean said that fee
increases reflects the direction of the
five-year developmental plan. The
University is presently in the third year
of the plan.

MacLean said the University is

shifting general operating funds away
from student facilities and activities in
order put more.of those monigstoward
programs considered higher priorities
in the five year plan. MacLean said
because of this, student fees will go up
to compensate for the shift in funding.

“[UM-system President George
Russell] gave us priorities,” MacLean
said, “and told us toreallocate resources
to meet those priorities,”

MacLean said the eminence pro-
grams that would receive more general
operating funding included the librar-
ies, research, chemistry, political sci-
ence, computer labs, and graduate and
professional programs.

The proposed fee includesincreases
in the offices of Student Activities,

University Center,and Athletics. There
was also a proposed increase in the
Recreation/Facility Fee.

Student Government Association

(SGA) has requested an increase of 8
percent that would be used to cover
inflation and give more money to stu-
dent groups toexpand programs. Presi-
dent Chris Jones said the Student Ac-
tivities Budget Committee (SABC)
wouldreceive partof the funding togive
more money to student groups.

Bob Schmalfeld, director of Uni-
versity Center, said the monies gener-
ated by their increased fee would be
used to replace monies lost from the
general operating funds, to pay off the

Roeseler said the UM-St. Louis
Police Department has interviewed the
victim several time since the incident.
The department has also sent finger-
prints to St. Louis County Police.

Student Court decision straddles issue, misses hand of justice |

The Student Court has missed the
mark in their decision on the “Sexy
Legs” controversy.

The Courthasescaped itsresponsi-
bility of setting a strong precedent by
effectively not making a decision. Be-
cause the Court’s decision straddled
theissue, TonyaHutchinsonand Sigma
Pi fraternity should walk away feeling
slighted that the Court has neglected to
uphold its responsibility.

One of the Court’s recommenda-

tions to
SigmaPiis
that they be
“more
aware and
under -
standing of
women's
issues.”
They also recommend that Sigma Pi
writea letter of apology 1o Hutchinson.

By recommending the fratemity
wrile a letter of apology to Tonya
Hutchinson, it would seem the Court
believes Hutchinson was wronged. If

this is not the case, then the Court’s
decision should force Sigma Pi to look
at what the sign implies.

The Court’s decision does not ac-
complish that, though. Their decision
did not force Sigma Pi to take a more
educated look at the implications of
their lawn sign, If Sigma Pi was wrong,
then a punishment should be in order.
Recommending they should be more
“aware and understanding” is flimsy
and lacks specifics.

The Court should have takenalook
at what happened to WKBQ-FM
(104.1) disc jockeys’ Steve Shannon

and D.C. Chymes after they made on-
the-airracial comments. Both Shannon
and Chymes were forced to take sen-
sitivity courses before returning to
work.

That decision was a solid one. The
station’s managementadmitted the disc
jockeys’ made a mistake and provided
a way for the entertainers to take a
serious look at what they said.

If Sigma Pi really is in the wrong,
as the recommended apology would
indicate, then the Court needs to make
a real stand on their belief and realize
thereisnojustice in straddling anissue.

Student Court badly in need of paper trail for judicial precedents

Organizations and businesses are
forced to keep detailed accounting
recordstoensureefficiency and success.

The Student Court should not be
any different. If the Court does not
keep records of precedents they have
set, lethargy and apathy take over,
leaving the body ignorant of the past
and unable to make informed deci-
sions—aproblem this year’s Courtand

future ones could face.

Steven Bartock, chief justice of the
Court, said he is not aware of any
records of past precedents on file. Kel
Ward, Student*Government Associa-
tion (SGA) vice president, said he is
only aware of the records he kept last
year during his tenure as chief justice.

Ward’srecord-keeping is at least a
start. The Court needs to continue this
documentation, though, or last year’s
record-keeping will become a waste of
time.

Rick Blanton, assistant director of
the Student Activities Office, said blame
cannot be placed on any particular ad-
ministration. He said record-keeping
has been deficient in SGA offices
throughout the 25 years he has been
with the University.

Blanton said at least 90 percent of
all student court cases concem traffic
tickets. Documentation of the remain-
ing 10 percent of the cases is integral to
the workings of the Court. The most
recent non-traffic case proves the im-

portance of a paper trail, If a case arose
five years from now that is similar to
Hutchinson vs. Sigma Pi, and there
were no records of the case, the Court
would have nobasis to make a decision
consistent with the precedent.
Without solid record-keeping, the
ideals of the Court could change dras-
tically year to year. Rightnow, the Court
does not know their own history, and
until the Court builds a collection of
documented precedents, it will be free
falling through the ruling process.

The game plan for the UM-St. Louis
women’s basketball team is simple.
Get the ball to Laura Satterfield as
much as possible. And after the first
four games, the Riverwomen’s game
plan is working like a charm, They are
3-1 this season and are off to a good
start.

“She’s shooting the ball and play-
ing really well right now,” said head
coach Jim Coén.

Satterfield’s main weapon is her
ability to shoot the 3-point shot.
Throughout the first four games,
Satterfield attempted 76 3-point shots
and made 28 of them,

In the Tampa Tournament earlier
this year, Satterfield was named the
tournament’s Most Valuable Player.
During the tournament, Satterfield es-
tablished school records for 3-point
field goals made (11) in one game and
attempted (25) in another game. Both
marks are just one below the national
record for Division II schools.
Satterfield is averaging exactly seven
3-point field goals made per game.

“I was happier about the percent-
age of the shots I made, instead of the
record,” Satterfield said. “T was happy
with the 11 of 21 in one of the games.”

Satterfield atiributes most of her
success to the way the team has come
together.

“No one expected us to do well
because we only had six players,”
Satterfield said. “But we have come
together, and we are really good friends,
Weare going to surprise some teams.”

In the two-game tournament,
Satterfield scored 58 points and made
16 of 38 shots from 3-point range. She
scored a career-high 39 points against
the University of Tampa, the game in
which she broke her own record with
11 3-point baskets.

“She's one of the best 3-point
shooters I have ever seen,” Coen said.
“She has such a quick release and that
is what makes her so effective.”

Satterfield is the main weapon on
the team, and the Riverwomen try to
use her in a variety of ways.

“We have a couple of plays de-
signed to get her open for a shot, and
we also use her as a decoy,” Coen said.
“She usually brings a crowd with her
and that means someone else is open
for a shor.”

Satterfield appreciates Coen de-
signing plays for her, but wants to be
know for more than just a shooter.

“I wanttocontribute inother ways,”
Satterfield said. “I want to be a better
all-around basketball player.”

Theotherplayerson theteamdon’t
haveaproblem with getting Satterfield
the ball, because she is also one of the
most unselfish players on the team.
