Student representation in Senate may soon be limited

Members of the UM-St. Louis
Senate are hoping this will be the
year when students express a
newfound interest in becoming a stu-
dent senator.

“We’ll know in about one week,”
Senate chairman Steve Lehmkuhle
said.

Lehmkuhle said that if students
don’t take advantage of their situa-
tion, the Senate could begin toreduce

student representation.
“I think it’s becoming ‘use it or
lose it’,” he said. “The faculty mem-

bers are beginning to wonder if their

effort is worth it. If students don’t
want to be in the Senate, why should
we try to incorporate them?”

Last year, 25 students applied for
the 25 student senator positions that
were open. This year the campus has
enacted bylaws which will reduce the
number of student senators if less
than 25 students apply for the posi-
tions.

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“The University Senate is a cam-
pus-wide governing body that incor-
porates faculty, students, administra-
tion and staff,” Lehmkuhle said. “It
decides which issues affect the cam-
pusasawhole,and it’s important that
there are students on the Senate.”

Lehmkuhle and other members
of the Senate continue to be con-
cerned with the students’ interest in
the campus’ governing body.

“The sentiment among the Sen-
ate is to reduce the representation of
students if they don’t take their posi-

tion in the Senate seriously, and my
sense is that would happen in the
long-term,” Lehmkuhle said. “It’s
hard to put a timetable on when that
would happen, but many in the Sen-
ate don’t feel it’s worth the effort [to
leave seats open to students].

campus. The choice is

senators to become more involved in
the Senate meetings, Chairman of the
Senate Steven Lehmkuhle said the
sentiment in the Senate is to decrease
the number of student senators if there
is going to be a continued lack of

participation by those senators.
The answer from the studentcom-
munity must be tomake

to volunteer and take a
little responsibility now
or gradually let the po-
sition of student sena-
tors pass away.

Last year the cam-
pus approved several
bylaw amendments that

sure that25 senators are
nominated. The next
step is to find a way to
make the student sena-
tors more effective.
One way to generate
ideas is to turn it over
7 to the candidates who

govern the student sena-

tor elections. Students will now be
responsible for filing their candidacy
in advance. In addition, these bylaws
stipulate that if fewer than 25 stu-
dents apply then fewer than 25 stu-
dents will be chosen as senators. The
amount of students who register this
year could set a precedent for the
following years. A bad showing this
year in number of student senators
could set a pattern of erosion in the
political power structure for the fol-
lowing years.

Now I am not an ostrich with my
head in the sand; I know that student
senators haven't been the most po-
tent political force on campus. In
fact, they have been politically silent
on every issue facing students. There
have been debates in the past about
what student senators actually do, or
should be doing. I think that part of
the long-term solution to the ques-
tions regarding student senators is
how they will be organized in the
future. Will it be the responsibility of
the senators to report to their con-
stituents in some manner? How will
senators get feedback from the stu-
dents they represent? And, how will
senators use that feedback to vote on
the many issues considered in the
Senate?

The decision students must make
is to stand up and take control of their
political destiny by putting student
senators to work.

The Senate is coming to the end
of a trial period it granted student

Will students voteindroveslike Iast year”

I know the year is not over, but
were you satisfied with this year’s
Student Government Association
(SGA)administration? Afterall, over
1,000 of you turned out to vote last
year, so you must have some feeling.

Chris Jones was elected SGA
president last April with 220 votes,
which was nearly the total number of
people that voted (300) the year be-
fore.

The numbers are on the rise.
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The campus turned into an elec-
tion frenzy a year ago, and 30 votes
separated the top three candidates for
president. The vice president’s race
was a landslide with Kel Ward win-
ning by 138 votes.

Two weeks before the election,
the four candidates were given 3-5
minutes atan SGA meeting to present
themselves. The allotted time was
necessary for students, and it may
have made the difference.

Jones and Ward, who entered the
race on the April 1 deadline, had a
short time to prepare, but as time told
us, students liked what they heard.

And when there was a lack of new
information, students began to create
rumors. After one day of voting, there
were conversations circulating that
the vote totals were leaked. Instead,
the leak was the fact that students
were voting in alarming numbers.

Last year’s Election Chairman
Tony Grey said, “There were more
voters than anyone expected. I have
seen students take an interest in the

election. It has come about for the
simple fact that four (candidates) in-
duced the people to participate.”

This year there are three candi-
dates for president: Tonya
Hutchinson, Tom O'Keefe, and Beth
Titlow. They are looking for a tumn-
outsimilar tolast years. They need it;
the school needs it.

All three candidates are strong
leaders. They deserve a good voter
turnout.

O’Keefe isamemberof the Sigma
Pi fraternity and spearheaded a de-
fense team last semester in “Sexy
Legs II” case, in which the fraternity
was found innocent. He and running
mate Jason Peery are basing their
campaign on unity; if they can ac-
complish this, they will make an im-
provement that past administrations
haven't been able to accomplish.

member of the College Democrats.

White, who is running for comp-
roller, is a member of Senate Stu-
lent Affairs Committee, the S.G.A.

Safety is an important issue on
their campaign. They want to encour-
age UM-St. Louis police to increase
the foot patrol of campus, especially
at night.

“There are parts of campus that
are way too dark,” O’Keefe said.
“Right now, campus can be a scary
place.”

O’Keefe said that student organi-
zations patrolling the campus atnight
could be a possibility.

“We need to at least do some-
thing to make the campus [safer],”
O'Keefe said.

Bettercommunication among the
four UM-system campuses is another
important issue in their campaign.

“Most problems or disagreements
that people have generally relate to
the fact that they just misunderstand
each other and can’t communicate as

wellastheycould,” O’Keefesaid. “If .

we had a direct computer link with
the other campuses that would help
the communication greatly.”

Once a month, each one of the
four campuses send a Student Gov-
emment representative to a meeting
atone of the four campuses. O’Keefe
said that, with acomputer-linked sys-
tem, they will be able to communi-
cate more often during the month.

O’Keefe said this type of system
would be economically feasible.

“There will be no need to make a
long distance phone call,” he said.
“Once the computer is hooked-up,
it’s pretty much a one-time fee.”

He said it could also possibly cut
down on the travel.

O’Keefe would also like to sce
better communication between other
area universities and colleges.

“There are a lot of Student Gov-
emment organizations that are better
than ours,” O’Keefe said. “If we had
better communication with them, we
could learn from their mistakes in-
stead of having to make them our-
selves.”

They are also interested in work-
ing more with the UM-St. Louis Po-
litical Action Committee
(UMSLPAC), which works for the
campus. They hope this will help
UM-St. Louis by influencing legisla-
tion that is passed in Jefferson City.

“It was the first political action
committee in the country that was set
uptohelpacollege campus,” O’Keefe
said. “They’ve done a lot of wonder-
ful things for the campus, and I would
like to see the students of the campus,
especially Student Government, work
closer with the UM-St. Louis PAC.”

that Sigma Pi would not lose their
recognition as a student organiza-
tion, and they would not be placed on
probation of any kind.

By posting the sign, Hutchinson
said she is hoping to gain some sup-
port for a campaign she’s getting
ready to start.

Her campaign against sexism

was originally directed solely toward
the Sigma Pi fraternity, but has re-
cently grown into a much larger is-
sue. .
“The administration of the cam-
pus, as a whole, has totally ignored
this problem,” Hutchinson said.

signed to reflect the direction of the
campaign.

“We have setup simple goals that
can have far-reaching effects,” Titlow
said. “It’s better to work with simple
goals in mind. If you try to focus on
sweeping changes, you’ll lose mo-
mentum. You can make significant
changes by taking small steps.”

The first issue that Titlow and
Zweifel are going to address is some-
thing they call “Students as Custom-
ers,” or SAC, of the University.

“We talk about students and their
groups, but the group that we leave
outis the students thataren’tinvolved
in a group,” Titlow said. “It’s based
on supply and demand. If the Univer-
sity doesn’t supply me with my de-

- mands, I'll take my money elsewhere.

“It’s kind of like a bad restaurant.
You tell your friends, and then they
don’t go to that restaurant, It's the
same as college.”

The campaign has a list of objec-
tives which both Titlow and Zweifel
said that they will accomplish, and
many of their ideas concentrate on
communication.

Titlow said that, to account for
the communication gap between the
Evening College and day students,

she and Zweifel would conduct fo-~

rums for students to voice their opin-
ions to the student government.
Titlow also said they will have

tables set up on campus during the
week to make SGA'’s presence vis-
ible to the students. Thisisinaddition
to a student information publication
they have planned to introduce.

“I think thatitis important to stay
in communication,” Titlow said. “I
have heard from the administration
and others that when I talk people
listen. I’ve developed a working rela-
tionship with the administration, and
I think that, as SGA president, I can
be an effective medium of communi-
cation for students.”

Zweifel mentioned the success of
the student action committees in the
last two years beginning with the
Textbook Reform committeein 1993.
Zweifel said that he and Titlow have
plans to expand the committees and
have them meet once per week in-
stead of once a month,

“We can meet with these com-
mittees and direct the individuals to
therightavenues,” Zweifel said. “We
can lead them through the process. If
you put the proper pressure on the
administration, progress increases as

" it has this year.

“And when thingsare going right,
everybody gets involved. You have
tohave agovernment that puts people
first. Cooperation is the key."”

Titlow and Zweifel currently do
not have a comptroller selected, but
they plan to name one by this week.

committee to deal with the safety of

students on campus. The first things
she would work on are increased vis-
ibility of police officers and better
lighting oncampus and in the parking
areas.

The next item on Hutchinson’s
platform is the promoting awareness
of Gay and Lesbian issues as well as
other cultures and backgrounds.
Hutchinson said that although there
was one class offered last semester
dealing with Gay and Lesbian issues,
itwas not offered again this semester.

She also said that while there is a
policy protecting Gay and Lesbian
students from discrimination, no such
policy exists for teachers.

“Theteachers should have a venue
for recourse if they are discriminated
against,” Hutchinson said.

In dealing with classes on spe-
cific culture or issues, Hutchinson
said whenever possible a teacher of
that culture or affiliation should be
asked to teach the course. For in-
stance, Hutchinson said that there
was a white teacher teaching a course
on African Art. .

“It would make more sense to
have an African teacher instructing
that course,” Hutchinson said.

The final item on Hutchinson’s
platform deals with student tuition.
“Students should have a major say in
a tuition raise because it affects stu-
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dents directly,” Hutchinson said.

She said that UM-St. Louis was
designed to provide low cost educa-
tion, but with raises in tuition that
may not always be true.

“Students are the university and
if higher tuition means that fewer
people enroll then there will be no
university,” Hutchinson said.

Ultimately, Hutchinson said that
students should have a more active
role indeciding how university money
is spent.

“I challenge my opponents to
bring up issues like these openly and
publicly,” Hutchinson said. “If the
students of this campus believe in
fighting institutionalized forms of
oppression as well as assuming our
power as students, then their vote
should be for me. I am raising impor-
tant arguments that my opponents
will not fight as rigorously for, if they
fight for them at all.”

Richard Moran battles for the
rights of the accused everyday as a
public defender for the city of St.
Louis. At night, he teaches Criminal
Law here at UM-St. Louis, his alma
mater.

Although it would seem that hav-
ing two jobs would be quite taxing,
Moran said that going from one job
to another isn't a hassle because he
thoroughly enjoys his work.

“I like doing both.” he said. “I
enjoy running over the elements of
law with my students. It keeps me on
my feet and keeps me reviewing the
law with the citizens of St. Louis;

Moran said that the law is a com-
mon bond throughout his family.

Good performance by comedian
goes to waste in Summit Lounge

Comedian Nancy Norton per-
formed at the Summit, Wednesday,
for a cheese sandwich, several book
bags, and, oh yes, 20 or so students.

Norton, who was born in the
Ozarks was, understandably upsetby
the lack of publicity for the event
which was presented by UPB on Cam-
pus. The event wasadvertised through
a scattering of scarcely visible, pa-
per-sized flyers and said, “I wish I
were bipolar: this would not matter.”

Her bitterness was tinged with
kindness, though, and she valiantly
carried on. Perhaps she was aided in
handling adversity by her past expe-
riences as a nurse.

Norton drew on many of these
past experiences, from matching a
small man with a large catheter to
falling on a needle full of morphine,
to create laughs.

Norton does not possess the the-
atrical skills of, say, Lily Tomlin or
Robin Williams; she tended to rely a
bittoo much on the “theatrical” move
of putting her hands on her hips and
crouching.

But Norton is a far more expres-
sive and honest performer than the
average Tonight Show joke machine,
and her material, though mixed with
some stock, often went beyond
simple, tired jokes.

She spoke of a burping doll that
sometimes had to be stepped on to
provoke the action: she labeled the
doll “Stomp-O-Burp.” This is fairly

average material, but her statement
that the doll was used for home plate
in baseball games — a belch before a
tag making the runner safe — made
the bit above average.

About 20 minutes into the show,
Norton “came out.” She said that her
mother reacted to the news that she is
a lesbian by saying, “I gave her an

Easy-Bake oven. I did the best I
could.”

Norton was once married to a
“very nice man,” but divorced him
because, “he would not wear the Jodie
Foster mask.” -

Her remarks on how parents try
to restrict children by gender were
poignantand clever. She said thather
mom painted her room pink and gave
her a frilly canopy bed.

“But I'm Batman,” Norton said.
“Every morning I had to pretend the
Joker had played a vicious joke on
the Bat Cave.”

Norton seemed to worry too much

about offending and kept asking at
points whether she had done so. Still,
this might just be a disarming tactic,
as she must be aware that her material
is not simple vulgarity.

At one point, she told of a letter
she read long ago in Teen Magazine.
A young woman wrote that her sister
saw her sanitary napkins and asked
what they were. She told her sister
they were “napkins” and, “Guess
whose night it was to set the table?”

Most performers would have
stopped there as if finding a funny
story sufficed; Ms. Norton imagined
how her family would have dealt with
sanitary napkins at the table.

Her mother prayed for their re-
moval.

Although Norton has notreached
the point where she can give a perfor-
mance as accomplished and deep as,
say, Maya Angelou, it is unfair to
expecta fully matured genius to show
up in the UM-St. Louis eating/per-
forming area. '

Nancy Norton deserves better,
and, even on a commuter campus,
there: is no excuse for having her
perform for such a small crowd — a
crowd she managed to keep laugh-
ing.

He
said he takes the plea offers made by
the state to his client and discusses
with them whether or not a trial is in
their best interests.

“Currently, I represent a lot of
people charged with murder, rape
and robbery,” he said, “so I review
their files often because they are com-
plex cases and the defendants are
facing a lot of time.”

Although Moran often must take
his work home with him, he gets
plenty of moral support from his wife
Martha, whoisalsoapublic defender.

“It’s great because she knows
exactly what I’m talking about be-’ﬂ
cause she has the same job,” he said.
“She gives me ideas about trial strat-
egy and her professional opinioﬁi

Bluegrass
Alison Krauss-“Now That I've
Found You”

Traditionally greatest hits albums
are released by elderly musicians asa
means of milking alittle more money
from a rapidly declining fan base.
“Now ThatI've Found You,” the new
greatest hits album by Alison Krauss,
is a far cry from that description.

- For one thing Krauss is not eld-
erly, but, at 23, she has more talent
than most musicians twice her age.
She is continually being compared to
a young Dolly Parton or Emmylou
Harris for her fine voice, and one
would be hard pressed to find a fiddle
player, living or dead, who was good
enough to compare her to.

Kraussand her Union Station band
recorded their first album in 1985
when Krauss was just 14-years-old.
In 1987 she and the band signed with

Rounder Records, and since that sign-
ing they’ve gone on to produce four
chart-topping albums. In support of
these recordings, the band has toured
extensively on the bluegrass festival
circuit and played regular concerts
coast to coast. ,

As ifall this didn’t keep her busy
enough, Krauss is constantly being
approached by other bluegrass and
country artists who want her to make
guest appearances on their new al-
bums. It’sasif a guest appearance by
Krauss guarantees the album will
succeed. Surprisingly, she manages
to squeeze in several of these guest
appearances each year,

This new release features one
song from each of Krauss’ four pre-
vious Rounder albums as well as
songs from five guest appearances
on other projects. The last three are
previously unreleased tracks.

One surprise on this new project
was the previously unreleased track
“Oh, Atlanta” which Krauss and
Union Station played last year at
their Mississippi Nights concert. It
features Krauss singing the blues
which is a bit of a departure for her
but one she pulls it off surprisingly
well.

Other highlights on “Now That
I've Found You” include “Every
Time You Say Good-bye,” from the
1992 album of the same name, “Tear-
drops Will Kiss The Morning Dew,”
from the 1989 album “Two High-
ways,” “Sleep On” from the 1987
album “Too Late To Cry” and “I
