Stand on Tax Credits
Gets University Backing

The University of Missouri has
recently officially endorsed the
stand of The Association of State
Universities and Land Grant Col-
leges’ against Tax Credits for Edu-
cation Expenses proposal that is
expected to come up before Con-
gress agaln in ts next session,

The proposal, which came up in
the 88th Congress and was narrow-
ly defeated in the 11,8, Senate, is
almed at providing income tax
credit for costs of tuition, books,
supplies, andequipment at colleges
and universities.

According to a booklet published
by the Assoclation ofState Univer-
sities and Land GrantColleges and
titled ““Tax Credits for Educational
Expenses or How to spend $1 1/4
billlon annually in tax money to
help those who need it least® the
plan would do exactly as the title
suggests,

Universities, according to the
booklet, would raise their tuition
in relation to the reduction re-
celved by parents of university
students, and by doing this would
collect almost all the money saved
by parents through tax reductions.

The booklet also explains that
this tax credit plan would help
mainly those in the upper income
group. It would not help those with
incomes of 35,000 or less in any
way, since this income group does
not pay taxes. Instead of helping,
the tax credit plan would put col-
lege further from their reach be-
cause of the planned coinciding
tuition increase,

In other words the booklet
stressed the fact that the tax credit
plan has been presented as all
things to all men. Theuniversities
are told they would get increased
revenue because they could raise
their tuition fees. The parents of
college-age students are told that
the tax credit planwould ease their
financial strain. By comparing both
versions of the plan, the Assocla-
tion has come to the conclusion
that it would be of no help at all
to parents who need it most but
do not pay taxes because they are
in the lower income group. Parents
it would provide ald to, find that
their tax credit would be swallowed
up by the increased tuition rates
and higher taxes.

As alternatives to Tax Credits
for Education Expenses, the As-
sociation offers several sugges-
tions. The government could ex-
pand its program of “*matching”
funds from 1/3 to 2/3 of the cost
of new construction of college and
university facillties. This would

cost a third less than the tax
credit plan and would enable uni-
versities to keep tuition costs
down,

Another suggested alternative is
returning a portion of Federal in-
come tax payments directly to the
states for educational purposes,

Its last suggestion, the Associa-
tion points to direct financial aid
to students. The Association’s
booklet states: ¢ | . it would
cost less Federal money to pro-
vide every student ineverycallege
and university in the United States
$200 a year than It would to adopt
the tax-credit plan, which in gen-
eral would provide the most help
to those who need it least,

Schlatly Exposes

Gravediggers;

Liberals Are Dooming Capitalism

Khrushchev  has repeatedly
threatened to bury the United
States, ie. the Free World. The

logical question to ask is how?
The government has records of and
files on Communist agents in this
country., Are Red threats nothing
but hot air, then? Why are the
Communists so sure they will bury
us?

“The answer is that Khrus
chev has the help of American
gravediggers. These men are
not Communists. They are card
carrying liberals. They will not
commit the crime. They will
merely dig the grave.” The
gravediggers are people who
“move in and out of the high-
est level of our Government”

The man with the largest shovel,
so to speak, is Defense Secretary,
Robert 8, McNamara, He wastes
the taxpayers' money in many
ways. Jupiter and Thor missile
bases in Turkey, Italy, and England
were dismantled shortly following
the Cuban Crisis In '62, These
programs represented an invest-
ment of many hundreds of millions
of dollars. This dismantling was
done to accomodate Khrushchev.
Bomber bases in England, Spain,
Morrocco, Libya and Guam are
being closed down. In short, the
United States is retreating from
“the atomic deterrent ring we had
placed around the Soviet Union.”

MeNamara has either cancelleq
production or development for pro-
duction on the following defense
weapons; Nike-Zeus anti-missile-
missiles; Skybolt missiles; B-T0
Super Bombers B-58, B-52, and
B-47 bombers and the mighty At-
las missile. The Advanced Manned
Precision Strike System, the Pluto
missile and the Dyna-Soar Orbital
Bomber have all met the serap
pile by orders from the grave-
diggers, not to mention the dis-
arming of aircraft carriers, ete.

The horrible fact remains that
most of the afore-mentioned
weapons have been developed
virtually to the point of per-
fection, costing hundreds of
millions of dollars and then
work has been cancelled! Such
a shameful waste of time,
energy and money. Equally as
horrible is the fact that while
McNamara has cancelled all
these weapons which are vital-
ly netessary to T..S. defense, he
has not “authorized or de-
veloped a single new strategic
weapons system.”

Maintaining our national defense
requires new weapons to replace
what is obsolete. France lost heav-
ily at the start of World Wars
1 and II because her soldiers were
equipped with only weapons of the
previous war,

When all the pieces are put to-
gether, the McNamara gap pre-
sents a pattern of unilateral dis-
armament that one does not have
to be a military expert to see,
It looks as thoughthe gravediggers
are determined to lose the nuclear
arms race, just as they lost the
Bay of Pigs invasionandare losing
South Viet Nam.

A Chinese strategist, Sun
Tzn, wrote an influential book
in 500 B.C. The Communists
drew from it, in deciding on a
strategy of psychological war-
fare. Sun Tzu said that to fight
and conguer in all your battles
is mnot suopreme excellence;
supreme excellence consists in
breaking the enemy’s resistance
without fighting, Mrs. Schlafly

points out that Soviet strate-
gists have gonme far beyond Sun
Tzu and developed a super-
supreme excellence which con-
gists of hmanipulating US.
leadership into destroying our
own resistance. In other words,
“the Communists have
made the defeat of the Unifed
States a ‘do-it-yourself” project
for Americans,”

How did the Communists manage
to get Americans tohold the devel-
opment and production of our de-
fense weapons and to persuade us to
destroy the weapons which we pre-
sently have? *'This was done by
a psychological warfare campaign
cleverly designed to appeal to all
groups of Americans,”

First of all, the Sovietsclaimed
that the use of nuclear weapons
was immoral. They also employed
slogans, since Americans are
‘“*suckers for slogans.™

“Cuba is under the Communist
heel today because Americans
were duped by propaganda tomake
Castro appear as a Robin Hood.
This myth was spread by such
leading opinion makers as the
New York Times which told us
that Castro was the‘Abraham Lin-
coln of Cuba,” and by a leading
television personality who said that
Castro was the ‘George Washing-
ton of Cuba.'

“It was the slogan ‘Capture
the mnational redoubt in the
Bavarian Alps’ which diverted
one American army from beat-
ing the Russians to Prague and

Budapest,
1t was the slogan *Bring the
boys home’ and Communist

inspired Gl riots in Germany and
the Philippines that brought about
the unilateral dismantling of our
military forces at the endof World
War II, while the Soviets remo-
bilized and re-armed.

“It was the slogan “We must-
n'{ start World War TII'’ which
kept America from winning the
Korean War or from giving
any aid to the Hungarian Free-
dom Fighters in 1956. We can’t
invoke the Monroe Docirine to-
day in order to remove Com-
munist bases in Cuba because
that might ‘start World War
III." We should recognize this
slogan as a form of internation-
al blackmail practiced on us by
the Soviet sloganeers.

““The second wave of disarma-
ment propaganda was designed to
appeal to the average middle class
American who loves his family,
goes to the movies and watches
television. For this large group,
the Communists fashioned the slo-
gan ‘nuclear war isunthinkable,’

‘Disarmament propaganda
spécifically designed to appeal
to idealistic and church-going
Americans is concentrated in
the slogan ‘disarmament pre-
vents war! All good people
want to prevent war, and this
slogan has been repeated so
often that many people believe
disarmament is the key, This
is a fantastic achievement of
the big lie, because it is con-

trary to all historical evidence.
“1t was not an armament race,

but a disarmament race, which
c¢aused World War II. Because the
British Empire and the United
States disarmed under the influ-
ence of the Washington and Lon-
don disarmament treaties and the
Kellogg Anti-War Pact, the
Japanese, Nazis and Soviets knew
that they were much better armed
than the West and could win great

Dr. Edward Andalafte turnedtoa
student while erasing ablackboard
full of equations after a mathclass
recently.

““Not a word out of you today,’
he remarked with a smile, ““How
come?’

since he admits that he almost
grounded on the reefs of mechani-
cal drawing while in school and his
students enjoy a continual joke
about his difficulty in drawing a
straight line from “x to y.”

souri at Columbia that led to study
abroad at the University of Gronin-

“Belgium, Holland, Denmark,
Norway, Latvia, Lithuania, Es-
tonia, France, and Poland thought
they could avoid war by relying
on peace treaties and obsolete wea-
pons which were purely defensive.
Instead they invited attack.

“Human nature is not going
to change. No sane person
suggests disarming the police
in order fo stop gangsters and
bank robbers. Since the ecrimes
of Khrushchevy far exceed the
crimes of the Capone and Dil-
linger guangs, itwould be folly
to disarm as long as Com-
munist gangsters threaten the

world.
“Americans should heed the
wisdom of Winston Churchill :

‘Sometimes in Lhe past we have
committed the folly of throwing
away our arms, Under the mercy
of Providence, and at great cost
and sacrifice, we have been able
to recreate them when the need
arose. But if we abandon our nu-
clear deterrent, there will be no
second chance. To abandon it now
would be to abandon it forever.!

““The key to peace was given to
us by the Father of our Country,
George Washington, who said: ‘To
be prepared for war is one of the
most effectual ways of preserv-
ing peace.’ ¥

Mrs. Schlafly and Admiral ward
conclude with an appeal to the
voters: ‘‘War from weakness or
peace through strength; suicide
through surrendering our arms, or
survival in freedom."

The
Dutch are anxious that their cities
emerge more beautiful than ever
and are rebuilding with great rarve
and planning. The pedestrian and
eyeclist are given special consider-
ation in city planning, with bicycle
lanes and pedestrian malls an in-
tegral part. In contrast to our
own muscular taxity, Dr, Andalafte
frequently saw  grandmothers
pedalling vigorously as they pur-
sued their errands about town.

Dr. Andalafte taught at the South-
west Missouri State College at
Springfield for three years before
Joining the faculty at the U. of
Mo. at St. Louis this year, and
considers elassroom teaching *“so
enjoyable that it cannot be con-
sidered work.” He views mathe-
matical structures with the same
appreciation he applies tosympho-
nies and paintings, He refers tothe
Euclidean laws of mathematics as
““works of art” and added that many
mathematicians do things with
math “for the fun of it -~ later
generations find great practical
uses for such experimentation."

He feels that all teo many stu-
dents fail to discover the fascina-
tion that comes from truly under-
standing mathematical structures
because of early experiences of
memorizing a meaningless col-
lection of rules, and a reflection
of this concern by educators is
being seen in sweeping changes in
elementary school math teaching.
