Governor Nixon 
has not made any announcement regarding extraordinary withholding from the FY09 
budget and he hopes to protect higher education but additional withholding from our 
budget does remain a possibility in the coming months. However, the governor did rec-
ommend level funding for the core operating appropriations for all public institutions in 
higher education for FY10 in keeping with his pledge last week that he would hold level 
funding if we agree to not raise tuition next year.   
 
President Forsee and his staff have been instrumental in maintaining detailed informa-
tion and communication with our legislators, assisting us greatly in getting our message 
and need across to those making the tough decisions. For timely updates on our situa-
