The recipient must be a dependent of an UM-St. Louis staff employee. In the case no qualified dependent of an 
UM-St. Louis employee is an applicant for the scholarship, the scholarship committee will consider any qualified 
applicant who is the dependent of any UM-System employee housed on the UM-St. Louis campus. The selection 
will be based on merit and need. The student shall be in the upper half of his/her high school graduating class. 
Class rank and ACT, SAT, or SCAT scores shall be considered. No essays or letters of recommendation shall be 
required. The award shall be available to entering freshmen students on a one-year nonrenewable basis. The 
student shall be enrolled at UM-St. Louis and pursuing an undergraduate degree. A minimum enrollment of 12 
credit hours is required. In the event that no student meets the above criteria, candidates who are dependants of 
UMSL Staff Association members shall be considered in the following order of preference: (1) full-time transfer 
students, (2) part-time students enrolled for at least six credit hours, (3) graduate students.
