Procedure for setting automatic grading function in BlackBoard

To edit the Display Options in the Gradebook, go to --> Control Panel --> Gradebook --> Gradebook Settings --> Manage Display Options --> Modify.
All Gradebook Items that are automatically graded (such as Assessments) will be converted to letter grades according to the following rubric (see below):

PLEASE NOTE:
When setting percentage spreads, however, note that the upper value cannot be the same as the lower value in the next set.

For example, instead of the A range being 94.0 - 97.0, it should be changed to 94.0 - 96.999.  A message will appear stating "Warning: There are gaps in the percentage ranges that you have set. This may result in scores not being translated to a display grade.", but it can be ignored.
