REFLECTIVE ESSAY = PERSONAL CASE STUDY

ARTIFACT SELECTION:  You are not mandated to select exactly 3 artifacts per standard.  Select artifacts which are specific examples or evidence of the personal growth explain in your “Case Study.”  Realistically, each artifact documents a situation in which you have probably learned more than just one knowledge factor or one skill; more likely, you learned more than one thing and developed a set of skills from each situation (artifact).  Therefore, show the INTER-RELATEDNESS of the artifacts and your learning my mapping an artifact to one or several MoSTEP Standards and by sighting an artifact within more than just one reflective essay.   

You  choose.

You are writing about yourself and what you are learning … and about the skills you are developing.

The artifacts are not in charge.  Your are in charge!!!

STEPS ALONG THE WAY:

1. Write an introductory statement which clearly indicates what the  MoSTEP Standard demands that the teacher must KNOW (knowledge base—content) and/ or what the teacher must DO (skill to be acquired, developed, and applied –used).

2. Write case studies which use 

· personal perspective

*    statements of importance and relevance

· concrete examples and evidence (artifacts)

3. Build a CASE STUDY in which you describe how, when, and by what means you have learned, relearned, and continue to learn what THIS  Standard demands that you KNOW acquired, developed, and used the SKILL this Standard demands that you possess. 

4. Within the context of your case study of personal development, explain

· The knowledge and/or skill …. Derived from the artifact 9activity, resouce, experience) you are using as a an example

· The benefits to students resulting (or in the future will result from) the Knowledge and Skill ou possess

· Your awareness, willingness, to continue to improve… by  what possible  means ou  will learn more…further develop the skill…acquire related skills..the benefit to students and importance of this future improvement.
