	· If it is introductory, you will expect your students to experience learning to the first level of the domain in which the behavioral objective is found.  

· After an introductory level they should go to the second level of the domain, emphasis, to lead the students to the main focus.  

· Reinforcement lesson will take them to higher levels within the domain.

Lessons and learning will occur over a period of time, not in a specific lesson only.


1. Decide what concept or skill you are planning to teach.  Name it.

2. What are all the ideas you can think of associated with this concept or skill?  List them.

3. Put these ideas on a concept map and see how they fit together.

4. Look at your concept map and determine which of these ideas you should teach first?  Which one should be second?  Which one should be third, etc.?  List these in the order in which you would present them.

5. Write specific hands-on activities to deliver the above ideas?

6. What questions would you ask of your students as you present this concept?  List them.  Write them in the proper format using specific action verbs.

7. What example would you present to your student(s) which would assist the student in getting a mental picture of the concept or skill?

8. What resource/materials (lesson enhancer including virtual ones) would you use to help make the ideas come alive for the student?

9. What behaviors do you want the student to exhibit as a result of having experienced this lesson?  State this behavior in the form of a behavioral objective.

10. Write one assessment item and/or describe what completely satisfactory behavior would be.

11. Review the activities, examples, resources and materials you plan to use to determine if they will result in the learning of the concept and/or skill.

12. Write the dialogue and questions you will use in the lesson.  Insert your modeling, guided practice and independent practice words and actions.

13. Take a mental walk through the dialogue and actions to determine if they are logical, effective, efficient and if they bring learning alive.

14. If the lesson meets these tests, then write it as a final lesson plan.

15. Teach the lesson.

16.  Evaluate the lesson.
