The following standards will organize your portfolios.  They will also be used as exit criteria for Missouri teacher certification programs at UM-St. Louis.

Standard #1: SUBJECT AREA


Show that you know your subject matter well in your area(s) of

certification, and that you understand the central concepts and tools of inquiry used in the discipline(s) you will teach.  Show how you create learning experiences that make this knowledge meaningful for students.

Standard #2: HUMAN DEVELOPMENT & LEARNING


Show that you understand how students learn, how they connect new ideas


with prior knowledge, and how you support their intellectual, social, and 


personal development.

Standard #3: INDIVIDUALIZATION & DIVERSITY



Show your experiences with diverse populations.  Show that you know how



students differ in their approaches to learning and how to adapt your



teaching to:

· Diversity including: culture, ethnicity, gender, social class, etc.
· Varied learning styles
· Disabilities and gifted
Standard #4: CURRICULUM/PERFORMANCE STANDARDS


Show that your long range curriculum planning is guided by state and



professional organization performance standards.



Suggestion: Document your use of the Curriculum Frameworks


--both the “Show Me” Performance Standards and the subject-area



Knowledge Standards – in your certification area(s).

Standard #5: INSTRUCTIONAL STRATEGIES



Show that you know how to use a variety of teaching methods to help



students develop critical thinking, problem solving, and performance



skills.

Suggestion: Shorter lesson plans, with rationales that focus on specific

teaching strategies, work well here.  Show your thoughtful use of technology.

Standard #6: MOTIVATION & MANAGEMENT


Show that you understand individual and group motivation and can create



a learning environment that promotes positive social interaction, active



engagement in learning, and effective classroom management.

Standard #7: COMMUNICATION SKILLS



Show that you model and facilitate good written, oral, and nonverbal



communication.  Show also that you communicate effectively through



media and technology.

Standard #8: ASSESSMENT



Show that you know how to use a variety of formal and informal 



assessment strategies to monitor student progress and adjust your



teaching as needed.

Standard #9: PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT



Show your ability to reflect on your actions and the effects of your choices



on others.  Show that you are growing as a professional, a lifelong



learner, and using that growth to generate more learning for more



students.

Standard #10: PARTNERSHIPS



Show how you foster relationships with colleagues & parents and find



partners in the community to support student learning and development

Standard 11: Technology

Show how you use a variety of technology to engage and teach students. Show that you understand the principles for using technology in education, that you can judge the appropriateness of specific tools, and that you have the skills to use technology well..
