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    The Biology Club and Beta Beta Beta National Biological Honor Society are great programs to be a part of at UMSL.  There are several advantages to being a part of these organizations.  For starters, membership looks great on a resume- especially Beta Beta Beta.  Secondly, as a club member, you have access to old tests to help you study.  Thirdly, it gives you something to belong to on campus, making sure that you get more than just an education while you are a student here.  

     There are many different activities that the club sponsors throughout the academic year.  We participate in projects like Stream Team, local road clean ups, a birthday party in Darwin’s honor, group trips, and much more.  These programs open a multitude of opportunities for its members, especially Food for Thought—a club sponsored monthly seminar about research that is done on campus that students can get involved with.

     So do you think that you would like to join?  Becoming a part of the Biological Society is easy.  Pick up an application form from the Biological Society’s bulletin board (located next to the Benton lecture hall) and then drop by the Biology Club office (located INSIDE the Tomazi Lounge, B111) and drop off the completed paperwork and the $5 membership fee.  

     Want more?  If you meet certain requirements, Beta Beta Beta may be your answer.  Beta Beta Beta is a nationally recognized honor society for Biology students, and we have our very own affiliated chapter on the UMSL campus-- Iota Lambda.

     In addition to receiving all of the great benefits of a general membership with the Biological Society (like test check out!), BBB members participate in special activities like initiation to recognize new members.  BBB also offers a chance to get research publicized in a quarterly publication, Bios, and to speak about research in front of an audience that you have been participating at the regional and national conventions held in locations across the country.

     If you would like to be a part of the Beta Beta Beta Honor Society, you need to have a Science GPA of 3.2 or better, an overall GPA of 3.0 or better, be a declared Biology major, hold a junior status here at UMSL, and pay a $45 (one time) initiation fee.  If you meet these qualifications and would like to join the honor society portion of the Biological Society, then the general club membership fee ($5) is waived for that year.  You will also need to pick up the BBB membership application, which is separate from the Biological Society general membership application (available anywhere the general membership applications can be found).

     Beta Beta Beta membership is a prestigious honor that is looked highly upon by graduate and professional schools.  But whatever you decide, both programs are great to put on your resume and provide exciting opportunities.  And you can have a lot of fun too!
