Test Check Out
Test Check-out Rules and Stipulations
 In order to check out tests from the database, you must have submitted the following:
1. A $5 payment for general membership or a $45 payment for BBB membership (either/or, not both) 

2. Have a recent application on file that includes a “test checkout agreement clause” with your signature.  This signifies that you have been informed of the new regulations and agree to abide by the new procedures.  If you are a returning member, you may pick up the test checkout clause from the Bio Club office or from the MyGateway documents site. 

3. If your name does not appear on the master “Paid List” for either the general membership or BBB or if you have not signed a checkout agreement as signified on the “grade book” option of MyGateway, you will not be allowed to check out any tests.  If you feel that your name was not recorded because of error, then bring in the receipt issued to you during payment and your name can be added to the master list.  Without an issued receipt, we cannot be held accountable for your membership.

 Rules:
Beginning in Fall Semester 2006, the following rules will be set forth regarding test checkout:
1. You can only check out one test copy at a time.  Upon return you can check out another test. 

2. We ask that the tests be kept out no longer than one day.  Repeated instances of tardy return can result in revocation of test check out privileges without refund of membership.* 

3. You MAY NOT make copies and distribute them to non-members.  The tests, once donated, are sole property of the Biological Society.  If caught doing so, test checkout privileges will be revoked immediately and cannot be obtained again until the following semester, during which a new membership fee will be required.

* You will receive three allowances of late test returns.  These allowances can be put toward one test and subsequent failures to return the test, or toward different instances, either totaling a three-day period of failure to return the test.  We will be keeping track of when you check out/return tests.  If it is out past the 24-hour period, you will receive a warning email notification.  After you have accumulated three warnings, your test check out privileges will be revoked, upon which you will have to wait until the following semester to retain them (with another payment).
