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It is expected that the high school faculty will have master’s degree. The State of Missouri Coordinating Board for Higher Education (CBHE) requires adjunct teachers in dual credit programs to hold a Masters Degree in the subject/discipline area taught OR a Masters Degree in any area and eighteen (18) graduate hours in the subject/ discipline area taught.  If the graduate degree is not in Information Systems, then the faculty liaison will review the CV for coursework that is applicable to the topics taught in the course.  An MBA may also be considered to meet the graduate degree requirement, but will need to be evaluated to be sure of the IS/IT emphasis.  In addition, a Master’s Degree in Educational Technology may fill the graduate-level requirement, with an appropriate review of the coursework. 

If a Master’s degree in a field other than Information Systems (other degree names may also be considered) is held, then additional coursework will also be necessary.  Graduate-level courses in the Information Systems Area of the College of Business Administration may be considered to fulfill requirements.  In addition, graduate-level courses in Educational Technology through the College of Education may be deemed appropriate.  Classes may include:
· Ethics and legal issues in technology
· Using Technology in the Classroom
· Web design
· Hardware and software
· Current topics in IS/IT 

Some of the courses that are a part of the Chancellor’s Certificate in Business Technology can be used to fulfill the requirement. In general, the total hours of credit toward fulfilling the required 18 hours from these courses can only be 3.  The courses may include (but not limited to):

These requirements will be reviewed and revised as the accreditation process for ACP moves forward, as the adjuncts are approved and as the high school courses move forward.  
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
