Course Objective:  To provide the student with an understanding of how accounting information is used in setting plans and objectives, in controlling operations, and making decisions in a business environment. 

Homework:  Prompt completion of assignments is extremely important in achieving an understanding of the material.  You may be called upon in class to present your solutions.
