Once you have already referenced an author, you do not need to reference his or her name again in the bibliography.  So for the second and all following works by the same author use the underline _____ instead of the name.  For example, after I have already cite a book by Walter Ehrlich, the second and following book or article by him will not repeat his name:


Ehrlich, Walter.  They Have No Rights: Dred Scott’s Battle for Freedom.
