Settings) with ELE ED 3338 (Foundational Literacy Instruction and Assessment in Inclusive
Settings) because these courses were changed to focus on age groups (early/elementary vs.
intermediate), rather than assessments and interventions. ELE ED 3339, the course focuses on
intermediate literacy instruction, does not address the age group for the Early Childhood
Education BSED. We needed to replace that class with ELE ED 3338, which focuses on early and
elementary age literacy instruction.
