2. Enrollment in a graduate mental health practitioner or related training program or earned Master’s 

degree in mental health field (or related);  
3. Two letters of recommendation with at least one from a current or former college-level instructor (or 

someone with a graduate degree who can attest to the applicant’s capacity to complete graduate-
level work); 

4. Two-page personal statement explaining the applicant's personal and professional goals.
