Normandy School Board Approves
Increase to Teachers Salaries, puts
district above area average salary for

starting pay

The Normandy Schools Collaborative School Board approved
the salary scale for teachers for the 2022-2023 school year at
the April 12 meeting, which includes an increase that puts
salaries for starting teachers above the average starting pay for
St. Louis area districts....On the new scale, new teachers with a
bachelor’s degree will start at a salary of $43,775, which is up
from a starting pay of $40,000 for the 2021-2022 school year.
That’s about $1,300 above current average starting pay for St.
Louis districts. Under the approved scale, a teacher with a
doctorate in the Normandy district can earn more than
$113,000 annually, more than any other district according to

available 2021-2022 salary scales.

“The board and administration realize that a competitive
teacher pay is just one aspect of retaining and attracting
excellent teachers, but it is an important one that Normandy is
dedicated to,” said Dr. Phillip Pusateri, Normandy associate
superintendent and chief financial officer. Read more.

Transportation is one of the biggest contributors to air pollution.
In conjunction with the start of the St. Louis Regional Clean Air
Partnership’s daily air quality forecasting season, more than
half a dozen partners, who collectively provide an array of
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transportation options that extend beyond driving in single-
occupancy vehicles along with resources and incentives for
doing so, are joining forces to kick-off a “Don’t Pollute. Switch
Up Your Commute.” campaign. With increasing numbers of
people heading back to their offices as we move beyond the
COVID-19 pandemic, this summer long effort will work to inform
people the way they choose to travel impacts the quality of air
St. Louis area residents breathe, while motivating them to
modify commuting behaviors as often as they are able.

Area residents can visit www.SwitchUpYourCommute.com to
download the color-coded air quality forecast, which provides
daily updates via email or text stating if the forecast for the
following day is a GREEN (good), YELLOW (moderate),
ORANGE (unhealthy for sensitive groups) or RED (unhealthy)
air quality day. From there, individuals are being encouraged to
show they care about clean air by taking transit, carpooling,
vanpooling, walking, biking or telecommuting. The site provides
detailed information about all transportation options available
on both sides of the Mississippi River — and links to associated
schedules, pricing, programs, ride matching services,
incentives and more. Read more.
