	Glacier Nat. Park, Montana

	Upsala Glacier, Argentina
	Has retreated 60 meters a year for 60 years – the rate is accelerating.

	S. Patagonian Ice Field – Chile & Argentina
	Decreased by 500 square kilometers in the past 60 years.

	Greenland
	Ice field has thinned by more than 6 meters in some places since 1992

	Gulf Stream
	Increased fresh water supply to the North Atlantic may alter the current, reducing its warming effect in Europe

	Europe
	European glaciers have lost 50% of their volume since 1850

	Spain
	14 of Spain’s 27 glaciers have disappeared since 1980

	Quelccaya Ice Cap Peru
	Retreating 3 meters a year in 1970s and 30 meters a year in 1990s

	Antarctic Ice Shelves
	Pieces the size of Connecticut have broken off in recent years

	Ice Sea west of Antarctic Peninsula 
	Diminished by more than 20% since 1973

	Glaciers of Mt. Kilimanjaro
	Shrunk by 70% since 1980

	Mt. Kenya glacier
	Lost 92% of its mass since 1800s

	Glaciers of the Caucasus 
	Lost 50% of volume in the past century

	Duosuogang Peak Glacier, China
	Shrunk by 60% since 1970s

	Tien Shan Glacier
	Lost 22% of volume in last 40 years

	Eastern Himalayas
	Almost 2000 glaciers have disappeared in the past century

	Pindari Galcier, Indian Himalayas
	Retreating at 135 meters a year

	Tasman Glcaier, New Zealand
	Has thinned 200 meters on average since the 1970s

	Irian Jaya
	Three glaciers have increased retreat rate from 30 meters yearly in 1920s to 45 meters yearly

	Arctic Sea ice
	Has thinned 40% in last 30 years
