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Erosion Causes Falls to Cut-back Toward Their Headwaters.

Niagra Falls is formed where the river passes over the eroded edge of a massive limestone layer.  Continual undermining of weak shales at the base keeps the fall steep.

Softer rock erodes faster, removing support for rock above.
