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Major Relief Features of the Landscape





Mountain: Greatly elevated land with steep slope and elevations exceeding several thousand feet and local relief of 1000 feet or more.

Hill: Elevated land with moderate or greater slope with local relief of more than 500 ft. and elevations of 500 to several thousand feet.

Plateau: On a surface of more than 50% gentle slope - elevated tableland (may be several thousand feet) with more than 300 ft. local relief, bounded on at least one side by a sharp drop off.

Plain: Relatively level to gently rolling land at a low elevation, usually less than 1000 ft. elevation.
