4. Save the document as a MS Word file or a PDF file (Adobe).  You can do this using Microsoft Office, OpenOffice (an excellent office suite you can download for free), or exported from Google Applications as a Word file (.doc).  So, the extension at the end of your file name should be either .doc or .pdf.  Other formats will not be accepted.
