Lecture/Presentation Bonus Directions

This applies to any lecture or presentation presented at UMSL or off campus  I will send everyone an e-mail when I become aware of a relevant lecture or presentation that will be offered, and I will put an announcement on MyGateway.  If you are aware of a program, let me know about it – I may not be aware of it. I will check it out and notify everyone if I think it fits this bonus category.
If you attend (I think I will try to attend as many as I can), write up your experience.  Bonus of 10 points if the directions are followed and the writing is in complete, correct sentences and paragraphs.
Elements of your paper:
1. Give the title of the lecture or presentation, the name(s) of the lecturer or presenter(s), the name of any sponsoring organization (The Urban League, the Economics Department, etc.) and where it is located.
2. Present the background of the lecturer or presenter: Where educated, articles or books published, honors received, research or field studies conducted.  In other words, what makes this person an “expert” on the subject.
3. What were the three most interesting things you learned -- explain why they were particularly significant and interesting to you.

4  How might the information presented benefit you in your personal or professional life?.

5.  Now What?  Now that you’ve been exposed to this information, what kind of action do you think you and/or others might consider supporting?.
