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The photograph above is of the Twin Towers at dusk as part of the New York City skyline. The photograph would demonstrate relative place as it is highly recognizable to most people. In addition, it would reflect human/environment interaction because it is obvious that nature did not create the Towers. Lastly, it would show movement because of the electricity.
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The photograph above is a different view of the New York skyline post 9/11. In this photograph the most predominant is human/environment interaction. Unlike the previous photograph it is difficult to see any type of movement (material or non-material). Also, it is no longer distinguishing as a relative place, although one can tell that it is urban there are no distinguished landmarks to give a relative location.

Note from Prof. Naumann:  It isn’t necessary to have two pictures or to have a before and after discussion such as this.  Either one of these would be fine. The way this student did it is very nice and shows a good understanding of the five themes of geography.
