	Prerequisites:

Course Description 
	Admission to doctoral program and completion of Ed Rem 6750, or consent of the instructor.

Prerequisites: Admission to doctoral education and ED REM 6710 or consent of instructor An introductory qualitative research methods course in education to develop skill in forming research questions, writing field notes, and collecting, organizing, and analyzing a variety of data.  The design issues of triangulation subjectivity, and trustworthiness are explored.  Ethics and ethical issues in qualitative research are presented.


	Course Purpose 
	This course is designed to promote students' understanding and practice of qualitative research methods applied to educational issues, building on student knowledge of research methodologies from foundational research courses. Course content includes a) conceptual and ethical issues in formulating qualitative research questions, b) qualitative designs and data collection methods in field studies, case studies, and interviews, c) data analysis techniques, interpretation, and reporting including software support programs, and d) historical evolution and assessment of qualitative paradigms. The importance of reflective skills, openness to emergent themes and issues, and autobiographical influences will also be explored.


	Course Objectives
	· To identify the characteristics, strengths, and weaknesses of qualitative methods.

	
	· To dialogue on the relation of human meaning construction and research method to issues of “voice” and epistemological outcomes.

	
	· To reflect and write about the inevitable role of one’s social history on the topic, design, and implementation of research activity.

	
	· To study, implement, and critique observation, interview, and analysis strategies.

	
	· To explain and elaborate definitions of theoretical concepts related to qualitative methodologies.

	
	· To analyze and practice triangulating data sources and identifying emergent themes in data through coding schemes.

	
	· To evaluate the ethical and moral dilemmas involved in doing qualitative research. (Completion of the NIH on-line course to get certificate.)

	
	· To develop novice skills in using software analytical tools.

	
	· To become familiar with classic qualitative studies.

	
	· To apply qualitative skills in constructing a complete case study.
